Amends subdivision (d) Section 16-325  

TITLE:
A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the temporary task force on recycling.

OVERVIEW:             On July 1, 2002 Local Law 11 was signed into law by the Mayor. 

The local law provides, by adding section 16-325 to the Administrative Code, for the 

temporary suspension of the recycling of plastic until June 30, 2003 and glass until June

 30, 2004. Section 16-235  (d) provides that a Temporary Task Force on recycling

be formed consisting of three members proposed by the Mayor and three members

proposed by the Speaker of the City Council. The task force was to begin meeting on July 

15, 2002 and is to make recommendations regarding the reinstitution of recycling to the 

Mayor and Speaker on December 15,2002. Preconsidered Int. No. ___ will extend the 

time to report to February 21, 2003.

                                     The six members of the Temporary Recycling Task Force have 

requested that the time to report to the Mayor and the Speaker be extended to February 

21, 2003. The basis for their request is that the extended time will give the task force the

 time necessary to include valuable, pertinent information necessary to make the most

 effective recommendations to the Mayor and Speaker.

                                   Members of the public including the offices of elected officials had 

requested that the original time period for public comment be extended until December

 5, 2002 to submit their responses. 

          The task force agreed to the extension. The Citywide Recycling

Advisory Board (CRAB), jointly with the Center for Economic Environmental Partnership, Inc (CEEP) sponsored a two-day round table discussion on November 25 and 26, 2002 aimed specifically at the work of the task force. The round table discussion, which brought experts in recycling from around the country, provided a wealth of information to assist the task force in its work. 

         
In addition, both the CRAB and CEEP requested that the Task 

Force extend the time to submit their report in order to include all of the information gathered from the round table discussion and the public submissions.




Preconsidered Int. No. ____ would take effect immediately except that if it is enacted subsequent to December 15, 2002, the date which the task force is required to report, it would be deemed to have been in full force and effect as of that date.
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
