	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to establishing minimum fines for the violation of or nonconformance with provisions of the New York City Health Code or any other applicable law, rule or regulation pertaining to the eradication of rodents, the elimination of rodent harborages or other rodent related nuisances.

	Summary of Legislation: Legislation would add a new Section 17-133.1 of Chapter One of Title 17 of the administrative code of the city of New York for failure to comply with or violation of provisions of the health code pertaining to the eradication of rodents, the elimination of rodent harborages or other rodent related nuisances.  The legislation would establish a minimum civil penalty of not less than $300 for the first violation.  The legislation also establishes that for each subsequent violation of the same provision, at the same address and under the same ownership, within a two-year period, the penalty shall be double that of the original penalty, as long as it does not exceed $2,000.



	Effective Date: This legislation shall take effect immediately.
