	Title: To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to a cause of action against firearms manufacturers and dealers.

	Sponsors:

	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would amend chapter three of title ten of the administrative code by adding a new section 10-303.2 by making a manufacturer or dealer of firearms liable for any injury or death caused by a firearm that it has transferred “if (i) such injury or death results from the use of such firearm by an individual not authorized by law to possess such firearm in the city of New York, and (ii) such manufacturer or dealer, or any other individual or entity acting subsequent to such manufacturer or dealer, unlawfully transferred such firearm at any time prior to such injury or death.” Liability under this bill, however, would not extend to a manufacturer or dealer that has complied with certain standards during a period of one year immediately preceding and including the transfer of such firearm. The legislation also sets forth certain exceptions relating to the basis for and limitation of liability.



	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect sixty days after its enactment into law, and shall apply to causes of action in relation to transfers of firearms by dealers and manufacturers that occur after such effective date, provided that, notwithstanding any inconsistent provision of this local law, any one-year period or thirty-day period referred to in this local law shall be reduced as may be necessary so that the commencement of such period in no event predates such effective date.
