TITLE:
AN ACT to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to credit in the police pension fund, subchapter two for prior service in another public retirement system. 

BACKGROUND:

This legislation would permit a member of the New York City Police Pension Fund who would have been allowed to transfer retirement credit from any other public retirement system prior to June 30, 1992, but failed to do so, to receive such credit for such prior service.  The legislation would require the application for such transfer to be made within one year of the effective date of this law.  It would also require the public retirement system from which prior service credit is being transferred to transfer all pension reserves that would have been transferred had the member made a timely request.

 
According to Assemblyman Vitaliano’s Memorandum in Support, certain members of the New York City Police Department have prior city or state service and thereby were members of the appropriate retirement system prior to becoming a police officer.  As a result, said members thought that their prior city or state service credit with their prior employer was transferable to the police pension fund when he or she became a New York City police officer.  According to the Memorandum, this transfer of prior city or state service credit did not usually occur.  This legislation would simply provide certain New York City police officers with the retirement credit they deserve.
