TITLE:  

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the sale of tobacco products in pharmacies
BILL SUMMARY:

This bill would prohibit pharmacies, or retail stores that contain pharmacies, from selling cigarettes. If other products were brought under the cigarette retail dealer license requirement, such as other tobacco products, this bill would prohibit those products from being sold by pharmacies as well.
CODE SECTIONS AFFECTED:
Amends §§ 20-201 and 20-202 of the Administrative Code
EFFECTIVE DATE:

January 1, 2019, except that pharmacies without retail dealer licenses would be prohibited from obtaining a license effective immediately.
