TITLE:
A Local Law to amend the New York City charter, in relation to changing the name of the organized crime control commission to the business integrity commission.


Today, the Committee on Consumer Affairs will hear testimony on Introductory   Bill Number (“Int. No.”) 177-A (copy attached), changing the mane of the City’s  Organized Crime Control Commission to the Business Integrity Commission.  In 2001,    the Mayor’s Charter Commission recommended, and the City voters approved, merging   the responsibilities of regulating the trade waste industry, the shipboard gambling     industry, the Fulton Fish market distribution area and other seafood distribution areas and the public wholesale markets into a new charter agency.  The newly merged Department became the Organized Crime Control Commission.  The Commission now requests a    name change to the Business Integrity Commission.  The effective date would be immediate.
