SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. No. 221 would eliminate the duty to repair sidewalk damage caused by city-owned trees currently imposed on residential real property owners of one- two-, or three-family dwellings.   Such owners would be required to notify the Department of Parks when a city-owned tree damages the sidewalk abutting their property.

EFFECTIVE DATE: 120 days after becoming law
