Because the proposed action, passage of local legislation in relation to newsracks, would have potential Citywide application, certain of the questions in Section C were answered in the affirmative.  These included the following:

Question 1, which implicates Policy 7.

Question 2, which implicates Policy 44.

Question 3, which implicates Policies 11, 12, 17, C, D, E)

Question 22, which implicates Policies 2 and 3.

Question 23, which implicates Policy 4.

Question 26, which implicates Policies J and L.

Question 29, which implicates Policies 1 and A.

Question 30, which implicates Policy A.

Each of these questions inquires into the extensiveness of the action under contemplation. The proposed legislation will not be inconsistent with any of the potentially implicated policies, however, because it will not involve any construction or other activity beyond the removal of, relocation, or placement of newsracks on City sidewalks.
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
