SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Proposed Int. No. 1225-A would establish an office of the census. The office would be tasked with maximizing local participation in the federal decennial census. The work of the office would only occur during the term of the office’s director, which starts between two and half and two years before the decennial census, and ends no later than six months after the decennial census.

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is anticipated that the work of this office would increase the number of New York City residents counted in the Census.  The increased count would have a positive impact on federal revenue streams that are based on Census data. The Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues is not consistent with the Council’s estimate as it does not recognize the potential for increased revenue.   
IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: The Council estimates expenditures of approximately $2.3 million annually in Fiscals 2029 and 2030 to implement this legislation for the costs associated with fifteen positions (including salary and fringe), based on the staffing levels of the 2020 census office, and administrative operating expenses of the office. The pro-rated cost of the office in Fiscal 2028 is anticipated to be approximately $1.9 million and the pro-rated cost is anticipated to be $631,740 in Fiscal 2031, as the legislation would only be in effect for a portion of each of those years. There will likely be additional expenditures required to create a multilingual public awareness campaign that will be determined by the new office and cannot be projected at this time. OMB’s estimate of this legislation’s impact assumes some costs based on staffing needs but does not provide any specifics.
