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INTRODUCTION

	On June 11, 2025, the Committee on Parks and Recreation, chaired by Council Member Shekar Krishnan, held a hearing to vote on Proposed Int. No. 573-A, sponsored by Council Member Gale Brewer, in relation to requiring the installation of outdoor drinking fountains near entrances to parks under the jurisdiction of the department of parks and recreation. At this hearing, the Committee voted 8 in favor, 0 opposed and 0 abstentions on the bill. This legislation was originally heard at a hearing held on April 23, 2025, during which the Committee received testimony from the New York City Department of Parks and Recreation (DPR), advocates, and other interested parties. LEGISLATION
Below is a brief summary of the legislation being considered today by the Committee. This summary is intended for informational purposes only and does not substitute for legal counsel. For more detailed information, you should review the full text of the bill, which is attached below.

Int. No. 573-A would require DPR to install at least 50 outdoor drinking fountains in parks no later than June 1, 2035. Each fountain would have to be installed within 100 feet of an entrance to the park where it is located.
	This local law would take effect immediately.

A LOCAL LAW
In relation to requiring the installation of outdoor drinking fountains near entrances to parks under the jurisdiction of the department of parks and recreation

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

Section 1. Definitions. For purposes of this local law, the following terms have the following meanings: 
Outdoor drinking fountain. The term “outdoor drinking fountain” means a plumbing fixture installed outside of a building or structure that allows a user to obtain a drink directly from a stream of flowing potable water without the use of any accessories.
Park. The term “park” means a park under the jurisdiction of the department of parks and recreation.
§ 2. a. The commissioner of parks and recreation shall install no less than 50 outdoor drinking fountains in parks no later than June 1, 2035.
b. Each outdoor drinking fountain installed pursuant to this section shall be located within 100 feet of an entrance to a park.
 § 3. This local law takes effect immediately.
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
