Bill Title: 
A local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the curbs adjacent to a fire hydrant or bus stop

Under the bill, the City would be required to paint curbs adjacent to a fire hydrant or bus stop so as to alert motorists to where they may not legally park.
