SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. No. 124 would require the Department of Transportation (DOT) to establish a task force to study options for making street design and infrastructure safer for pedestrians, motorists, cyclists, and operators of electric bicycles (also known as e-bikes) in consideration of increased use of electric bicycles and related collisions in New York City. This legislation would require the established task force to meet at least quarterly, and to submit a report to the Mayor and the Speaker of the Council with recommendations for legislation and policy within 270 days of the effective date, after which the task force would no longer be required to meet. The task force would terminate 180 days thereafter.
