SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. No. 1002 would require all schools to stock airway clearance devices. Additionally, for each school year, this bill would require the Department of Education to report the number of airway clearance devices made available in each school building and the number of instances airway clearance devices were used during an emergency, disaggregated by school building. However, such reporting requirement would cease after 5 years.

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is estimated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. The Office of Management and Budget (OMB)’s estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues is consistent with the Council’s estimate.

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: It is estimated that there would be an impact on expenditures resulting from the enactment of this legislation. The Department of Education (DOE) would need to provide airway clearance devices to 2,734 schools, including public, charter and private schools as of the 2024-2025 school year. Airway clearance devices would be defined by the proposed legislation as a medical device registered as a class II acute upper airway obstruction device with the United States Food and Drug Administration. Class II acute upper airway obstruction devices are not FDA approved to be sold over the counter. Since these devices are single-use and the legislation does not explicitly cite the number of devices per school, our estimate assumes that each school would be required to stock multiple airway clearance devices. The cost for a case  of FDA approved devices is approximately $2,000. To stock all schools with a case of airway clearance devices would result in a $5,468,000 one-time expense in the fiscal year that the legislation takes effect. OMB’s estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s expenditures is consistent with the Council’s estimate insofar as OMB estimates some cost, however OMB did not provide a specific estimate.
