MEMORANDUM IN SUPPORT

TITLE:  A local law to amend the Charter and the Administrative Code of the City of New York to require the notification of community boards prior to the division of tax lots.

SUMMARY OF PROVISIONS:  Section 1 amends that section of the charter that delineates the duties and responsibilities of community boards to add a requirement to review proposals to divide tax lots.

Section 2 of the bill amends the administrative code to require community board notification prior to the assignment of numbers to newly created tax lots.

Section 3 of the bill requires that all certifications and filings of changes to block boundaries or the creation of new block boundaries be simultaneously submitted to the affected community boards.

REASONS FOR SUPPORT:  The creation of new blocks and lots or the subdivision of existing blocks and lots may indicate possible changes in future land uses.  The community board is the first branch of government to review land use applications.  Early notice of such potential changes will enhance the community board’s ability to fulfill its mandate under the City Charter.
