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          1  COMMITTEE ON LAND USE

          2                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: The Subcommittee on

          3  Planning was not able to meet, which means that we

          4  need to have the hearing on the Subcommittee as

          5  well. We're pulling up the items from the

          6  Subcommittee with the request of Miguel Martinez,

          7  and we're going to have the hearing here. And unless

          8  Council Member Oddo wants to testify, we're going to

          9  have testimony right now from DOT, who are going to

         10  make comments on the application -- we're not?

         11  Change of plan. Jimmy, you scared us all.

         12                 There have been negotiations between

         13  Council Member Arroyo and the Administration on LU

         14  No. 505 C030537 MMX.

         15                 We have a letter by the New York City

         16  Department of Transportation with the agreement

         17  between Deputy Commissioner External Affairs, David

         18  Woloch, and the Council member, and if Council

         19  Member Arroyo would like to put some issues on the

         20  table, now, please, Council member.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER ARROYO: Thank you,

         22  Madam Chair.

         23                 I seem to be thanking a great deal

         24  your office and the office of the Land Use staff for

         25  assisting me with some issues that are coming up in
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          2  the district.

          3                 This one in particular involves

          4  Cardinal Hayes High School, which is situated in my

          5  district, and the Department of Transportation's

          6  proposal to build a bridge across from Grand

          7  Concourse to Park Avenue in my district, and they

          8  would need to take 30 feet of the field from the

          9  school, and that was the concern.

         10                 So, through very intensive

         11  discussions and meetings there was an agreement that

         12  the DOT would expand the size of the playing field

         13  by equivalent amount into the southern part of the

         14  school land that would take up some of the parking

         15  lot of the school to accommodate the feel for the

         16  school.

         17                 Therefore, the students or the

         18  athletic program would not suffer the loss of the

         19  use of the field.

         20                 So, for that I want to thank the

         21  Department of Transportation, the Mayor's Office and

         22  the Land Use staff for helping us come to this

         23  agreement.

         24                 And in addition, DOT would expand the

         25  on-street parking, the curbside parking for faculty
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          2  only so that they can make up for the parking that

          3  was lost in order to keep the field intact.

          4                 So, thank you very much, and I urge

          5  my colleagues to vote in favor.

          6                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Okay, there is two

          7  applications that are still in dispute, and since we

          8  are holding a meeting at 2:30, the full Committee of

          9  Land Use at 2:30, we're going to continue now with

         10  the other items.

         11                 LU No. 458, C050296 ZMK is the

         12  Bensonhurst application for a zoning map change with

         13  the modification of taking out the one block that

         14  was discussed at the Subcommittee meeting.

         15                 West Chelsea, LU Nos 501, 502, 503

         16  are being held over until the 2:00 Subcommittee on

         17  Zoning and then the 2:30 Land Use Committee.

         18                 LU No. 505, C030537 MMX is LU No.

         19  505, Council Member Arroyo's district, that was just

         20  discussed.

         21                 LU No. 490, 20055595 TCM, is a

         22  sidewalk cafe in Council Member Moskowitz's

         23  district.

         24                 LU No. 506, 20055032 TCQ is a

         25  sidewalk cafe in Council Member Katz's district.
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          2                 LU No. 446, 447, 448, 454, 493 and 49

          3  -- no, 493, have all been pulled up from the

          4  Subcommittee and they will be voted on here at the

          5  full Land Use Committee.

          6                 Any discussion?

          7                 Please call the roll.

          8                 COUNCIL CLERK: Chair Katz.

          9                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Aye on all.

         10                 COUNCIL CLERK: Nelson.

         11                 COUNCIL MEMBER NELSON: Aye on all.

         12                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Quinn.

         13                 (No response.)

         14                 COUNCIL CLERK: Rivera.

         15                 COUNCIL MEMBER RIVERA: Aye on all.

         16                 COUNCIL CLERK: Avella.

         17                 COUNCIL MEMBER AVELLA: Aye on all,

         18  except for the Bensonhurst rezoning, I vote against

         19  the modification.

         20                 COUNCIL CLERK: Barron.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER BARRON: Aye on all.

         22                 COUNCIL CLERK: Comrie.

         23                 (No response.)

         24                 COUNCIL CLERK: Dilan.

         25                 COUNCIL MEMBER DILAN: Aye on all.
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          2                 COUNCIL CLERK: Gioia.

          3                 COUNCIL MEMBER GIOIA: I vote yes on

          4  all, and I request permission to vote on the

          5  Subcommittee as well. Thank you.

          6                 COUNCIL CLERK: Koppell.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER KOPPELL: For the

          8  UDAAPs or whatever they are, these projects that are

          9  listed, 46 and others, those are all reviewed with

         10  the Councilpeople in whose district they are

         11  located, right?

         12                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Yes, they are.

         13                 COUNCIL MEMBER KOPPELL: Right, okay.

         14                 I just wanted to make sure since it

         15  didn't go through the Subcommittee.

         16                 I vote aye on all.

         17                 COUNCIL CLERK: McMahon.

         18                 COUNCIL MEMBER McMAHON: Aye on all.

         19                 COUNCIL CLERK: Sanders.

         20                 COUNCIL MEMBER SANDERS: Aye on all.

         21                 COUNCIL CLERK: Seabrook.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER SEABROOK: Aye on all.

         23                 COUNCIL CLERK: Vann.

         24                 COUNCIL MEMBER VANN: Aye.

         25                 COUNCIL CLERK: Palma.
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          2                 COUNCIL MEMBER PALMA: Aye on all.

          3                 COUNCIL CLERK: Oddo.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER ODDO: Yes.

          5                 COUNCIL CLERK: Felder.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER: Aye.

          7                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: I need to clear the

          8  record before you call the roll. I believe I

          9  announced LU 454, that is not on the agenda today

         10  for a UDAAP.

         11                 COUNCIL CLERK: The vote stands at 15

         12  in the affirmative and none in the negative, with

         13  the exception of LU 458, which had one negative vote

         14  and it referred to the full Council. Please sign the

         15  reports.

         16                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Everybody please

         17  sign the reports, and just to clarify, because some

         18  people walked in late, 2:00 there will be a

         19  Subcommittee on Zoning, 2:30 is the full Land Use

         20  Committee. The reason for that is that there are

         21  still two or three outstanding issues on West

         22  Chelsea, and so they are being worked out with the

         23  Council Member and with the Committee and the

         24  Administration. So, we'll see you -- and Councilman

         25  Perkins items in his district, two applications here
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          2  by Department of Housing and DCAS.

          3                 Please sign the reports. We'll see

          4  you at 2:00 and at 2:30. Thank you.

          5                 (Recessed. Time noted 11:00 a.m.)

          6                 (Resumed at 3:10 p.m.)

          7                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: All right, we're

          8  sorry for the confusion this morning. There are

          9  three items on the agenda for this Land Use

         10  Committee meeting.

         11                 I'm going to ask Oliver Koppell to

         12  vote, just because I know he's got to run to a

         13  meeting.

         14                 COUNCIL MEMBER KOPPELL: Thank you,

         15  Madam Chair. Thank you for your consideration. I

         16  vote aye.

         17                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Thank you.

         18                 COUNCIL MEMBER KOPPELL: On all items.

         19                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Thank you very

         20  much.

         21                 If I can have everyone's attention? I

         22  understand that everyone is running around today. We

         23  have three items on the agenda, two are UDAAPs in

         24  Councilman Perkins's district, three are related to

         25  the High Line.
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          2                 Larry, I know you have

          3  transportation, how do you vote?

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER SEABROOK: I vote aye.

          5                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Thank you.

          6                 Now, I'm going to ask everyone's

          7  indulgence because this was never voted on.

          8  Councilman Perkins's items were never voted on at

          9  the Subcommittee.

         10                 On item No. 382 and LU No. 472 are

         11  both in Councilman Perkins's district. My

         12  understanding, Councilman Perkins, is that EDC has

         13  committed -- can I just have everyone's attention

         14  just for a few minutes?

         15                 And if the Council members don't

         16  mind, we're going to have the testimony right now.

         17                 So, unless you want to testify.

         18                 Councilman Perkins, which LU is it?

         19  LU 382? LU No. 472. My understanding is EDC would

         20  like to make an extremely brief statement regarding

         21  an agreement between Councilman Perkins and EDC. Are

         22  you here? Please take the stand. Identify yourself

         23  for the record, please.

         24                 MR. FORTUNE: Roger Fortune, EDC.

         25                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Thank you.
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          2                 MR. FORTUNE: I can read our letter

          3  into --

          4                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: My understanding is

          5  that there were issues that were not in the letter

          6  that you have an agreement to, that we are going to

          7  receive communications on before Thursday.

          8                 MR. FORTUNE: The statement I would

          9  like to make is that --

         10                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: He already

         11  identified himself, but if you'd like to do it

         12  again, that would be good.

         13                 MR. FORTUNE: Roger Fortune, EDC.

         14                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Thank you.

         15                 MR. FORTUNE: The statement is that

         16  tenants on the second floor of Mart 125 remain at a

         17  protective rent. So when vacancies develop, or if

         18  and when vacancies develop among these tenants, new

         19  tenants will enjoy the same protected rent.

         20                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: And that will be in

         21  perpetuity, is my understanding?

         22                 MR. FORTUNE: In perpetuity, correct.

         23                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: And we'll get that

         24  in writing before Thursday?

         25                 MR. FORTUNE: Yes.
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          2                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Thank you. I

          3  appreciate it.

          4                 Councilman Perkins.

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS: Let me just

          6  ask also, because I want to make sure that we're

          7  very clear.

          8                 I was wondering why this was not part

          9  of this letter.

         10                 MR. FORTUNE: Oh, because we assumed

         11  it.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS: You assumed

         13  it?

         14                 MR. FORTUNE: Because we wrote the

         15  letter very quickly.

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS: Okay. All

         17  right.

         18                 And just so I'm clear, the

         19  arrangement on the second floor for the community

         20  merchants is an arrangement, like this arrangement,

         21  which begins with this group, will be forever?

         22                 MR. FORTUNE: Yes.

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS: And that the

         24  same benefits that we negotiated for them will be

         25  available to those who come after them?
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          2                 MR. FORTUNE: Correct.

          3                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS: I'd like to

          4  read into the record what those arrangements are.

          5                 I'll read it myself or he can read

          6  them, but I just want to make sure that all of this

          7  is clear.

          8                 Let me just say, the reason I'm going

          9  through this, is as some of you may know Mart 125 is

         10  a very, very historic arrangement that was made in

         11  my district many, many years ago in order to provide

         12  some entrepreneurial opportunity for local

         13  community-based merchants.

         14                 And many of them were what you might

         15  call street vendors who were able to get access to

         16  this piece of property and for many, many years

         17  expected to get some sort of support. That did not

         18  happen.

         19                 The Administration for years has been

         20  trying to regain control over this site. We refused

         21  to give them control over the site until such time

         22  that there was an arrangement that would live up to

         23  the original vision of the mart, that original

         24  vision being one that would guarantee that forever

         25  that facility would provide entrepreneurial
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          2  opportunities for the indigenous entrepreneurs of

          3  the neighborhood in such a way that they could be

          4  successful. And in this agreement we, I think struck

          5  successfully, an arrangement that fulfills that

          6  vision, even as it does not include other aspects of

          7  the deal that in which they're not included.

          8                 But nevertheless, the most important

          9  part of that project was the opportunity to make

         10  sure that these folks were able to do business

         11  there, who were indigenous to that neighborhood.

         12                 So, I'd like to read those -- if you

         13  don't mind, I'd like to read those arrangements into

         14  the record.

         15                 MR. FORTUNE: EDC is pleased to offer

         16  the following:

         17                 Local entrepreneur tenants of Mart

         18  125 can remain beyond their initial five-year term

         19  at their option under the same protected rental

         20  structure for as long as they deem necessary,

         21  provided they are current on their rent payments and

         22  other obligations of their lease.

         23                 Second point. Preference will be

         24  given for women-owned businesses in the selection

         25  process.
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          2                 A third point, after five years, each

          3  successful tenant who chooses to leave, will receive

          4  a 100,000 grant, $100,000 grant, to be used toward

          5  rent, tenant improvements, or any other occupancy

          6  costs, anywhere within the UMEZ (phonetic)

          7  boundaries.

          8                 EDC will set aside ground lease

          9  payments received from the developer into a separate

         10  account to fund this program.

         11                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Thank you very

         12  much.

         13                 Councilman?

         14                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS: Yes.

         15  Especially with the added condition that will come

         16  in writing that this is an agreement that will be in

         17  perpetuity?

         18                 MR. FORTUNE: Correct.

         19                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Okay. That will

         20  close the portion of the hearing -- thank you very

         21  much -- on the Subcommittee on Planning, unless the

         22  Chair has anything to add? On the two issues?

         23                 CHAIRPERSON MARTINEZ: I just want to

         24  thank the Land Use staff for making the

         25  arrangements, especially in Council Member Arroyo's
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          2  situation, and again, Council Member Perkins dealing

          3  with his perspective district.

          4                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: LU No. 382, LU No.

          5  472, related actions, LU No. 501, LU No. 502, LU No.

          6  503. And I also would like to now open up for

          7  discussion, and I would like to open it up by also

          8  thanking the Land Use staff. Alonzo I know is very

          9  intricate, Chair Martinez, in dealing with the

         10  situation of that. And also Chris and Gail and

         11  Alonzo for the High Line.

         12                 As many of you know, the negotiations

         13  for the High Line have been developing over the

         14  last, probably years, but really over the last month

         15  or so with some intensity. And many people were

         16  involved in making sure that today we have a vote

         17  that is not only going to give many more units of

         18  affordable housing that were first intended by the

         19  Administration which was 17 percent, there will now

         20  be a 23 percent and then 27 percent with

         21  preservation for affordable housing, and so many

         22  other things that are in the document in front of

         23  you, the agreement is in the document in front of

         24  you. It is signed by Dan Doctoroff, and there is a

         25  whole list of issues that have been agreed upon.

          1  COMMITTEE ON LAND USE

          2                 I would also just like to acknowledge

          3  and thank Christ Quinn, whose district this is in,

          4  who did a real yeoman's job for her community once

          5  again. It seems like a lot of the contentious

          6  rezonings and all that are in her community, and so

          7  negotiations continued on that. And I think that for

          8  the City of New York, this is a very, very good

          9  application. And the developers, of course, who have

         10  been extremely present all the time and accepting of

         11  things that are happening in the area as well.

         12                 And Chris, would you like to say a

         13  few words?

         14                 COUNCIL MEMBER QUINN: Yes. Thank you

         15  very much.

         16                 As I mentioned in the Subcommittee,

         17  this rezoning was a very important and complicated

         18  rezoning, because its first goal was to preserve the

         19  High Line, the elevated rail that runs up Tenth

         20  Avenue, to keep that from being torn down and to

         21  enable us all to convert it to a very unique one of

         22  a kind world class park.

         23                 That ends up being a zoning matter

         24  because people actually own the property upon which

         25  the High Line is built and have property and zoning
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          2  rights.

          3                 And really due to the leadership of

          4  the Friends of the High Line, Speaker Miller really

          5  first and foremost, and the Bloomberg

          6  Administration, we have been able to save the High

          7  Line and come to the property, agreement with the

          8  property owners underneath the High Line and

          9  abutting the High Line, about how we could all move

         10  forward and prevent it from being torn down, because

         11  the Giuliani Administration wanted to tear it down.

         12                 Goal 1 kind of accomplished, but as I

         13  said in the Subcommittee, being the West Side, we

         14  wanted more, and we wanted this upzoning to also

         15  generate affordable permanent housing for the

         16  neighborhood.

         17                 And the plan now stands with 27

         18  percent new and preserved affordable units in the

         19  district, and the number of permanent affordable

         20  units has close to doubled since the plan came to us

         21  from City Planning.

         22                 The overall numbers percentagewise of

         23  the new and preserved has gone up about ten percent,

         24  but we've really made a tremendous significant step

         25  forward as it relates to permanently affordable
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          2  housing in the neighborhood.

          3                 In addition, we're going to have the

          4  provisions of the Clinton Special District

          5  Anti-Harassment and Anti-Demolition implied into the

          6  area, and also have gotten other commitments for the

          7  landmarking in the abutting districts.

          8                 So, this action today does a great

          9  deal for the west side in preserving the high line

         10  and making it be wonderful open space, but also does

         11  a great deal for the West Side and the City by

         12  making sure that we are expanding the number, not

         13  just of affordable, but permanently affordable units

         14  for people in the City. It also is another victory

         15  for good and fair-paying jobs in our City because

         16  the same prevailing wage requirements that were put

         17  into place through the Williamsburg Greenpoint

         18  rezoning are also part of the West Chelsea High Line

         19  rezoning.

         20                 So, I hope my colleagues will be able

         21  to support this important housing and open space and

         22  quality job rezoning.

         23                 I want to thank the Chair very much

         24  for all of her hard work over the past few days on

         25  this, few weeks actually, and most intensely over
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          2  the past few days on this rezoning.

          3                 I also want to thank Jeff Mulligan

          4  and Ellen Ryan at the Department of City Planning,

          5  Mark Ricks from Deputy Mayor Doctoroff's Office, the

          6  folks at HPD who have once again demonstrated an

          7  unbelievable commitment to my district at a

          8  partnership with my neighborhood, Rafael Cistero,

          9  Julia, Carol Clark and Laura Blachford, Doug Apple

         10  at NYCHA, two of the properties upon which permanent

         11  affordable housing will be built are NYCHA

         12  properties.

         13                 Although we didn't get as much of a

         14  reduction in density as we would like, we did

         15  accomplish some additional density reductions

         16  through this part of the process, and I want to

         17  thank everyone for that. I also want to thank my

         18  staff, Danielle Decerbo and Karen Mirawitz, and our

         19  Land Use staff, Chris Collins, Alonzo and Gail for

         20  their work over the weekend and before on all of

         21  this, and I hope my colleagues will be able to

         22  support this rezoning.

         23                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: And just so

         24  everybody knows, well, first of all, I'd also like

         25  to thank the Administration. We've been to many
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          2  negotiations over the last year, more than I'd like

          3  to remember, and we always end up coming out, I

          4  think with a better deal and a better agreement for

          5  the City of New York.

          6                 And just so the Committee knows,

          7  there also has been an arrangement with 32BJ. The

          8  units at 200 or more are going to be using

          9  prevailing wage, and we thank everyone involved with

         10  that agreement.

         11                 And I am going to ask for the roll to

         12  be called, but I also would like to ask when we call

         13  the roll, that Councilman Perkins, Councilman

         14  Martinez and Council Member Comrie vote on this

         15  morning's agenda, as well.

         16                 Call the roll.

         17                 COUNCIL CLERK: Chair Katz.

         18                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Aye on all.

         19                 COUNCIL CLERK: Perkins.

         20                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS: Aye on all. I

         21  just want to take a moment to explain my vote, and

         22  particularly with regard to the EDC project on 125th

         23  Street.

         24                 Again, I think this is a victory for

         25  the neighborhood. The developers include people of
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          2  color, two-thirds of them are of color. The project

          3  was one that's been around for a long time, as an

          4  effort to guarantee that the local entrepreneurs

          5  would have an opportunity to have a base of

          6  operations in the neighborhood that would be

          7  affordable in terms of rents. They would also

          8  receive certain types of other benefits, in terms of

          9  training and professionalization. There also was an

         10  arrangement that is no longer what we might call an

         11  incubator project, in which they would be forced out

         12  after a certain period of time, in fact quite the

         13  opposite, they will be allowed to stay as long as

         14  they'd like to. Of course, assuming that they meet

         15  their obligations, in terms of rent, et cetera. But

         16  at the same time, upon leaving they will be given a

         17  grant, and they will also be given relocation

         18  assistance that will enable them to establish their

         19  businesses in other parts of the neighborhood. And

         20  then, of course, this arrangement is an arrangement

         21  that will continue in perpetuity so that even if

         22  they should decide to leave, similar entrepreneur

         23  from the neighborhood would be given an opportunity

         24  under the same arrangements to do business in the

         25  Mart, thereby in all these instances maintaining the
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          2  original vision for that building, which is that it

          3  would be an opportunity for local entrepreneurs to

          4  make a living and to do business, provide the

          5  community with some models of success that are from

          6  the neighborhood, and at the same time be supported

          7  by the neighborhood.

          8                 In light of that, I vote aye on all.

          9                 Thank you.

         10                 COUNCIL CLERK: Nelson.

         11                 COUNCIL MEMBER NELSON: Aye.

         12                 COUNCIL CLERK: Quinn.

         13                 COUNCIL MEMBER QUINN: Again with

         14  thanks, and particular thanks to Danielle Decerbo of

         15  my office, I vote aye on all.

         16                 COUNCIL CLERK: Rivera.

         17                 COUNCIL MEMBER RIVERA: I vote aye on

         18  all.

         19                 COUNCIL CLERK: Avella.

         20                 COUNCIL MEMBER AVELLA: Aye on all.

         21                 COUNCIL CLERK: Barron.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER BARRON: Aye on all.

         23                 COUNCIL CLERK: Comrie.

         24                 COUNCIL MEMBER COMRIE: I'd like to

         25  vote aye on the matters that were calendared from
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          2  this morning's meeting. Aye on all items.

          3                 And I want to congratulate the Land

          4  Use staff for working with the individual Council

          5  members on the projects on 125th Street and East

          6  Chelsea -- West Chelsea, and aye on all.

          7                 COUNCIL CLERK: Dilan.

          8                 COUNCIL MEMBER COMRIE: I just also --

          9  I'm sorry. I wanted to talk about finally seeing

         10  some M/WBE being mentioned in some documents

         11  regarding this, and I see we're getting closer and

         12  closer where we need to be on minority and women

         13  business inclusions in construction and development

         14  projects.

         15                 I'm glad to see that the letter from

         16  the Deputy Mayor Doctoroff has alluded to it. I'd

         17  like to see more specifics, and I hope that these

         18  things can be fleshed out much more specifically

         19  during the course of this instruction.

         20                 I vote aye on all.

         21                 COUNCIL CLERK: Dilan.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER DILAN: Aye on all.

         23                 COUNCIL CLERK: Gioia.

         24                 COUNCIL MEMBER GIOIA: I'd like to

         25  vote yes. And I'd also like to vote yes on the
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          2  Subcommittee votes as well. Thank you.

          3                 COUNCIL CLERK: Koppell.

          4                 (No response.)

          5                 COUNCIL CLERK: Martinez.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER MARTINEZ: Aye on all.

          7  And I want to thank the Land Use staff and the Chair

          8  of the Land Use Committee, and the majority leader

          9  and all of the great Council members. Aye on all.

         10                 COUNCIL CLERK: McMahon.

         11                 COUNCIL MEMBER McMAHON: Aye on all.

         12                 COUNCIL CLERK: Sanders.

         13                 COUNCIL MEMBER SANDERS: I'd like

         14  permission to explain my vote.

         15                 I have been made comfortable with

         16  this by the conversation of my peers, Council

         17  Members Quinn, of course, and Council Member

         18  Perkins. So, with that, I vote aye on all.

         19                 COUNCIL CLERK: Seabrook.

         20                 He voted already, I'm sorry.

         21                 Vann.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER VANN: Aye on all.

         23                 COUNCIL CLERK: Palma.

         24                 COUNCIL MEMBER PALMA: Aye on all.

         25                 COUNCIL CLERK: Oddo.
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          2                 COUNCIL MEMBER ODDO: Yes.

          3                 COUNCIL CLERK: Felder.
