CHAIRPERSON RILEY: Thank you, Counsel.
Today’s vote is to approve with modifications LUs 296
and 297 known as the 541-545 Bay Street Rezoning
Proposal. This is a proposal to develop a mixed-use
building with approximately 81 apartments and ground
floor commercial in Stapleton. This rezoning will
change an existing C4-2 commercial district to an R6
residential district with a C2-3 commercial overlay.
This rezoning will also involve extending the Special
Bay Street Corridor District to include the rezoned
area and modifying certain bulk provisions of the
Special District. Lastly, this proposal will map a
Mandatory Inclusionary Housing over the rezoned area.
The proposed modification is to remove the workforce
option. As a result, the proposed 24 affordable
housing units will be available either under Option 1
to households with an average income of 60 percent
AMI or under Option 2 with human services with an

average income of 80 percent AMI.
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I would like to give the floor to Council
Member Hanks for her remarks.

COUNCIL MEMBER HANKS: Thank you, Chair
Riley. Good morning, everyone.

I am committed to supporting the
development of housing and affordable housing units
for all income levels here in my District 49. This is
why I support the modification today to eliminate
MIH, Mandatory Inclusionary Housing Option 4. This
Option would produce rents higher than market rate
rents which is not conducive to inclusive housing.
MIH Option 2 at 80 percent of the AMI serves incomes
ranging from 79,000 for a single person to 113,000
for a family of four. We can all agree that we need
housing for working families of all income levels,
not just the lowest income, and 80 percent of the AMI
hits the right spot for my District and this specific
spot and project. I look forward to seeing more of
this development that fits in with the community and
can provide both market rate housing and affordable
housing. Thank you.
