I. BACKGROUND
On June 11, 2025, the Committee on Governmental Operations, State and Federal Legislation, chaired by Council Member Lincoln Restler, held a vote on Preconsidered SLR 8, State Legislation Resolution requesting the New York State Legislature to pass bills introduced by Senator Scarcella-Spanton, S.4554-A, and Assembly Member Pheffer Amato, A.5458-A, “AN ACT to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the verification of participation in the rescue, recovery, and clean-up operations at the site of the World Trade Center terror attacks on September 11, 2001.” Preconsidered SLR 8 passed with 9 votes in the affirmative, 0 votes in the negative, and 0 abstentions.
II. PROPOSED STATE LEGISLATION
	This bill would create efficiencies in the World Trade Center disability and death benefit application process by allowing the New York City Police Pension Fund to rely on a properly filed Notice of Participation to prove the requisite criteria. This bill would also make technical corrections relating to the name of the New York City Police Pension Fund.
