The bill would require the Department of Homeless Services (DHS) department to conduct quarterly point-in-time counts of all unsheltered homeless persons on streets, subway trains and platforms, transportation terminals and vestibules visible from the street. During the counts, DHS would collect information from unsheltered homeless persons including but not limited to age, gender, race, and veteran status. No later than two months from the date of each point-in-time count DHS would be required to submit to the Council and post on its website the number of unsheltered homeless persons counted and the information collected during the count.
