This bill would authorize three existing business improvement districts throughout the City to increase the amount they expend annually as follows: Fifth Avenue Association, $8,054,663; Columbus/Amsterdam, $650,000; and Court-Livingston- Schermerhorn, $1,800,000.

Immediately and is retroactive to and deemed to have been in full force and effect as of July 1, 2022.
