Because of the increase in the amount of fans trespassing onto playing areas of officially sanctioned professional sporting events and assaulting sport officials and players, this proposed law imposes civil penalties on fans who participate in such actions and creates misdemeanor status for those who knowingly enter or remain unlawfully upon the playing area of an officially sanctioned professional sporting event.
