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          2                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: We're going to try

          3  to do this briefly, if we can. If I could just have

          4  everyone's attention for a few minutes? This has

          5  been an extremely active week for the Subcommittees

          6  and for the full Committee on Land Use, so I would

          7  like to just thank the Subcommittees for all the

          8  good work that they have done.

          9                 COUNCIL MEMBER LAPPIN: So much for

         10  August.

         11                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: So much for August.

         12  But, you know, it's only once every month. Remember,

         13  during the year it's every two weeks, so everything

         14  gets built up in the middle of the summer.

         15                 But there has been quite a few issues

         16  that have been happening in every subcommittee, so

         17  we want to thank everyone for their patience and for

         18  being here today on time, and for moving forward,

         19  but it's really been a yeoman's work for the

         20  Subcommittees and we'll go over some of the issues

         21  in a moment.

         22                 First of all, ULURP Nos 040543

         23  through 040545 are Tribeca North rezoning. That is

         24  laid over until tomorrow.

         25                 Preconsidered LU 20065552 SCX. It is
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          2  a school siting in Councilman Vacca's district.

          3  Councilman McMahon's district is the Mark W. Allen

          4  House landmarking. Council Member Jackson's district

          5  is the Claremont Theater landmarking.

          6                 LU Nos 137 through 142 are all

          7  related to the Silver Cup West Studios' rezoning in

          8  Councilman Gioia's district. There are several

          9  applications for that. There are several

         10  applications for that. One is an amendment to the

         11  zoning map, changing from an M1-4 to an M1-5 R10,

         12  establishing a special mixed use district, MX9. Also

         13  a special permit for signs in the MX9 district, a

         14  special district to allow and a accessory parking

         15  garage with a maximum capacity of 1,400 spaces.

         16                 Special permit to modify height and

         17  set-back requirements in an M1-5 R10 and MX9

         18  district. And a special permit to modify signage

         19  regulations. An amendment to the City map for a

         20  change of legal grades on 43rd Avenue between Vernon

         21  and East River.

         22                 Middle Village rezoning follow-up,

         23  Councilman Gallagher's district. This is an

         24  amendment to Section 13D of the zoning map. This is

         25  a FUCA from a rezoning that was done several months
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          2  ago.

          3                 LU No. 184 is the Estey Piano Company

          4  Factory. It's the designation of the Company Factory

          5  as a landmark in Council Member Arroyo's district.

          6                 Staten Island, the DeHart House,

          7  Councilman Lanza's district, for a landmark

          8  designation.

          9                 Council Member Rivera's district,

         10  Loew's Paradise Theater designation of a landmark.

         11                 Sushi Samba (phonetic) sidewalk cafe

         12  has been withdrawn. Atlantic Avenue residents, LU

         13  No. 216, which is Council Member Dilan's district,

         14  is a UDAAP for 41 residential units.

         15                 Council Member Lappin's district, is

         16  the Manhattan Community Board 8 197-a plan for the

         17  Queens Borough Bridge area.

         18                 Council Member Gioia's district,

         19  Maspeth Woodside RX-7 inclusionary zoning. It is the

         20  first-time inclusionary zoning is used in the

         21  Borough of Queens. We're very excited about that.

         22                 The rest are: Jack's Cafe, Council

         23  Member Mendez's district. It is a motion to

         24  disapprove.  And an unenclosed sidewalk cafe located

         25  on 80 University Place in Council Member Mealy's
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          2  district, is a motion to approve, Council Member

          3  Mealy's district, in relation to the StoreWorks

          4  Program.

          5                 A few comments about some of the

          6  issues that we're dealing with today. I just want to

          7  verify what Council Member Lappin said. We

          8  understand that the landmarking of certain

          9  properties is always a difficult task. It is,

         10  though, thought that landmarking, when something is

         11  landmark worthy, is a good process for the City of

         12  New York. If the land values were always the reason

         13  for not doing it, we probably would get no

         14  landmarking in the City of New York. So, I want to

         15  just thank Jessica and the Chair of the

         16  Subcommittee, Jessica Lappin, for the work that she

         17  did on this, and for everyone's patience and work as

         18  we work through these projects.

         19                 On the rezoning issues, the Tribeca

         20  issue will be dealt with tomorrow. We're still

         21  trying to work out some sort of final issues with

         22  Council Member Gerson for that district.

         23                 Silver Cup Studios project in

         24  longstanding. We are very excited about this

         25  project. I think it's also to the benefit of the
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          2  Council, and with really with great respect for the

          3  Council that we passed the movie industry tax

          4  credit.

          5                 It is one of the reasons that Silver

          6  Cup has done well and is able to expand.

          7                 On Jack's Bistro and Bar, there is,

          8  as we have said in this Committee, myself and the

          9  Subcommittee Chair, there is no issue that is more

         10  local and more interested in the Council member

         11  whose district that represents the area as a

         12  sidewalk cafe.

         13                 We have the discretion in a sidewalk

         14  cafe to accept or disapprove an application. The

         15  Council Member has expressed great concern about

         16  having a sidewalk cafe, whether the establishment is

         17  run well or not in that area, and so the motion is

         18  to disapprove.

         19                 A yes vote today is to disapprove the

         20  application. I make a motion to approve the entire

         21  agenda.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER MARTINEZ: If we vote

         23  to approve, we're disapproving also?

         24                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Actually we always

         25  did it separately, so we can do it separately, if
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          2  you like.

          3                 COUNCIL MEMBER MARTINEZ: Whatever you

          4  want. I just want to be clear.

          5                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: The motion is to

          6  approve the entire agenda, except those -- to

          7  approve every application except those that were

          8  withdrawn, as I stated on the record, and the motion

          9  to approve is to also disapprove the sidewalk cafe.

         10                 You must, as all of you know, you

         11  must disapprove an application, if we vote no on a

         12  yes, it ends up going through by force of law.

         13                 Just the answer, it's a yes vote.

         14                 Please call the roll.

         15                 COUNCIL CLERK: Council Member Katz.

         16                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Aye on all.

         17                 COUNCIL CLERK: Avella.

         18                 COUNCIL MEMBER AVELLA: Yes.

         19                 COUNCIL CLERK: Baez.

         20                 COUNCIL MEMBER BAEZ: Yes.

         21                 COUNCIL CLERK: Clarke.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER CLARKE: Yes.

         23                 COUNCIL CLERK: Dilan.

         24                 COUNCIL MEMBER DILAN: Aye on all.

         25                 COUNCIL CLERK: Gioia.
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          2                 COUNCIL MEMBER GIOIA: I vote yes.

          3                 COUNCIL CLERK: Jackson.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER JACKSON: Aye on all.

          5                 COUNCIL CLERK: Martinez.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER MARTINEZ: Aye on all.

          7                 COUNCIL CLERK: McMahon.

          8                 COUNCIL MEMBER McMAHON: Madam Chair,

          9  just briefly, I request to explain my vote.

         10                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: So granted.

         11                 COUNCIL MEMBER McMAHON: Thank you.

         12                 I just wanted to echo your sentiments

         13  of thanking Jessica Lappin, all of our colleagues

         14  who are on the Landmarks Committee, for their

         15  consideration, especially for the two Staten Island

         16  items, and especially the one in my district. It is

         17  indeed difficult to balance all the factors when

         18  looking at landmarking, however, even under the law

         19  a hardship is not a criteria to be considered, and

         20  certainly this body, this Committee, we sit in a

         21  quasi-judicial fashion and have to apply the law as

         22  it affects certain properties, and as we are

         23  mandated by the Charter to do so, and I thank

         24  everyone for voting in favor, that who does so.

         25                 I also want to thank the Landmarks
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          2  Preservation Commission, who too often is accused of

          3  not dealing with the outer boroughs. We are not

          4  going to stop complaining about that, however, we do

          5  thank them for their work on these matters. And

          6  having said that, I vote aye on all.

          7                 Thank you.

          8                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Before you continue

          9  the roll, Councilman Gioia would like to add

         10  something to his yes vote.

         11                 Councilman Gioia.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER GIOIA: Thank you very

         13  much, Madam Chair.

         14                 Today is a very important day in Land

         15  Use for the people of Queens. I want to thank you

         16  for your leadership. Two significant Land Use issues

         17  are happening. One, we are approving the first-ever

         18  inclusionary zoning in Woodside and Sunnyside, which

         19  is vitally important, there are so many working

         20  families, and later on today we'll be talking about

         21  that and talking about that tomorrow.

         22                 But I've asked for time now just to

         23  reiterate what we've talked about yesterday in the

         24  Zoning Committee, Subcommittee, on the Silver Cup

         25  project, which is truly the most significant project
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          2  in our lifetime in Queens. It's going to create

          3  4,000 new jobs, permanent jobs, a billion dollars

          4  will be invested in Queens, a thousand new

          5  apartments, 150 affordable units will be created, a

          6  cultural center, a green roof that really is

          7  everything that you'd want in a development project.

          8                 The one point I did want to make

          9  which we talked about yesterday. We are waiting on a

         10  letter from Silver Cup which I anticipate very soon,

         11  agreeing that the housing that will be built, the

         12  affordable housing, will encompass a larger area. As

         13  previously written under City Planning, it would not

         14  have been able to encompass the areas north of the

         15  bridge, near Queensbridge, Ravenswood, Astoria and

         16  Woodside Houses.

         17                 As we grow as a City, I think it's

         18  vitally important that opportunity and prosperity be

         19  shared. Sooner Brothers (phonetic) and Silver Cup

         20  Studios shares this issue, and they will be

         21  submitting a letter to this Council before we vote

         22  tomorrow expressing that intent.

         23                 So, I thank you very much, and I

         24  proudly vote yes on all.

         25                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Thank you.
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          2                 COUNCIL CLERK: Liu.

          3                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: The greatest

          4  project in our lifetime.

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER GIOIA: That's correct.

          6                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Thank you.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER LIU: I wish to echo

          8  the sentiments of Council Member Gioia. Yes.

          9                 COUNCIL CLERK: Sears.

         10                 COUNCIL MEMBER SEARS: Aye on all.

         11                 COUNCIL CLERK: Vann.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER VANN: How long is a

         13  lifetime?

         14                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: It's getting

         15  longer.

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER VANN: Not my lifetime.

         17                 I vote aye on all.

         18                 COUNCIL CLERK: Palma.

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER PALMA: I vote aye on

         20  all, and I vote no on preconsidered 185 and the Mark

         21  Allen House.

         22                 COUNCIL CLERK: Arroyo.

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER ARROYO: Aye.

         24                 COUNCIL CLERK: Garodnick.

         25                 COUNCIL MEMBER GARODNICK: Aye.
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          2                 COUNCIL CLERK: Lappin.

          3                 COUNCIL MEMBER LAPPIN: Aye on all.

          4                 COUNCIL CLERK: Mendez.

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER MENDEZ: Aye.

          6                 COUNCIL CLERK: Lanza.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER LANZA: Permission to

          8  explain my vote?

          9                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Granted.

         10                 COUNCIL MEMBER LANZA: I also want to

         11  recognize and say thanks to the Chair of the

         12  Landmarks Subcommittee, Councilwoman Lappin. I

         13  appreciate the hard work and your dedication on

         14  these issues which are so important to the

         15  Committee.

         16                 I also want to recognize and say

         17  thanks to the members of the Staten Island community

         18  who I mentioned before who came all the way out to

         19  City Hall to demonstrate their support of our

         20  community. I think it really is evidence of how

         21  strongly they feel about protecting what's right

         22  about our community. That being said, I vote aye on

         23  all.

         24                 COUNCIL CLERK: Oddo.

         25                 COUNCIL MEMBER ODDO: I'd like to echo
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          2  the sentiments of Council Member Felder, and vote

          3  yes.

          4                 COUNCIL CLERK: Felder.

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER: May I be

          6  excused to explain my vote?

          7                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Yes.

          8                 COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER: I vote yes on

          9  all, but as a matter of being on the record, I think

         10  that the meeting today and yesterday, I'm asking for

         11  a little guidance or explanation as to what's going

         12  on with the Committee and the Subcommittee on

         13  Zoning.

         14                 I was told that there was going to be

         15  a meeting today at 9:45 for zoning. No one called me

         16  to tell me otherwise. Now, I have a tremendous

         17  amount of respect for the Land Use staff. I have

         18  never, ever, at least when it's been their

         19  responsibility, I have never had an occasion to be

         20  able to walk in here and say why wasn't I told about

         21  it?

         22                 This morning I passed up the chance

         23  to give my five-year-old breakfast, which I don't

         24  pass up often, Cocoa Puffs are delicious. And when I

         25  give her breakfast, just to make her feel good, I
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          2  give her Cocoa Puffs as well. So, if I had to rush

          3  here to be here at 9:45, I don't mind because that's

          4  my job. But to walk in here and find out at 9:45

          5  that not only wasn't it 9:45, first I was told it

          6  was 15 minutes earlier, and then I was told it's not

          7  at all. And then, in terms of the Land Use Committee

          8  itself.

          9                 So, one, I'd like to know why we

         10  don't find out when meetings don't take place. Maybe

         11  that's the reason some of us are marked absent for

         12  meetings because we don't know that the meetings are

         13  taking place, and we don't know that they're not

         14  taking place. That's one.

         15                 Two, even in terms of the Land Use

         16  meeting, when many of the members come on time, I

         17  don't mind if there's a reason to postpone a

         18  meeting, but in a case like today when the meeting

         19  was scheduled for 10:00, I would like knowing that

         20  the meeting is not going to take place for 45

         21  minutes, a half an hour, even 15 minutes, if it

         22  works out another 15 minutes, but to sit downstairs

         23  from 10:00 til 9:50 (sic), I don't think it's fair

         24  -- or 10:50, I don't think it's fair. And this is

         25  not an attack on the Chair, because I know the Chair
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          2  may be more upset than I am about these things, but

          3  I think certainly when there is some reason, if

          4  there is a reason that the meeting is being delayed,

          5  there is no reason that Elias downstairs, the

          6  Sergeant-At-Arms, should be able to tell us that the

          7  Land Use meeting is going to start at 11:00, instead

          8  of having us wait around. That's probably why many

          9  of us come or don't come or whatever else.

         10                 So, I feel a lot better about it, and

         11  I know that's why Jimmy Oddo said that he echoes my

         12  sentiments that I had before he heard them, right?

         13  No, I'm just asking. I think something has gone

         14  awry, and I would appreciate help. That's all.

         15                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Do you want to --

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER ODDO: I just want to

         17  disassociate myself with the comments made by

         18  Council member -- I don't eat Cocoa Puffs, and I

         19  don't have a five-year-old, and I can attribute 20,

         20  at least 20, 25 minutes to Andrew Lanza's speech

         21  earlier today.

         22                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: I'm going to

         23  actually be serious here for a second.

         24                 The fact of the matter is, this is

         25  probably one of the most organized staff and
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          2  Committee that there is in the Council, only because

          3  it has to be because of the time frames. Every

          4  committee has their own way of working and we all

          5  try to do our best, and there's no doubt about that.

          6  But when things are at 150 days on a time frame,

          7  every single application for every single Council

          8  Member in the entire City of New York, there are

          9  times that we need to work things out the day

         10  before, the night before, and quite honestly, the

         11  day of. And each of the Council members that are on

         12  this Committee, each of the Council members who

         13  serve in this body to represent their constituents

         14  expect that the respect of their colleagues will be

         15  understood, and that if things need to be worked

         16  out, that they will have the patience and the

         17  foresight to understand that Land Use can't always

         18  start exactly on time.

         19                 I would prefer to start at 10:00

         20  every single time. I'm usually here. I think one

         21  time I was late. I'm usually in the building. And

         22  unfortunately, with 25 members of the Committee, it

         23  makes it much more difficult to have a quorum.

         24                 As of a quarter to nine last night,

         25  or 8:30 last night, we still were not sure whether
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          2  we were going to be able to work out anything with

          3  Council Member Gerson. As of, I think it was a

          4  quarter to nine, there was still not anything worked

          5  out. So, therefore, I guess at nine o'clock we could

          6  have gotten on the phone and talked to people and

          7  said at 9:45, you have to be here at 10:00 anyway,

          8  perhaps that right and maybe next time we should.

          9  But I think there was a judgment call that since

         10  everybody had to be here at 10:00 anyway, that maybe

         11  the ten minutes the staff could actually work on

         12  trying to create more of the deal with the Council

         13  members, so that maybe we actually could use the

         14  time to the benefit of everybody.

         15                 But I will just ask again, this

         16  meeting is supposed to start at 10:00, when the

         17  Subcommittees come before, there's usually a reason

         18  for that, and it's usually because we're trying to

         19  assist one of our colleagues in their district. And

         20  I think we need to understand that when it comes to

         21  Land Use that these are very distinctive issues, and

         22  each of us expects the respect of our colleagues

         23  when working it out.

         24                 So, we do require a little patience,

         25  and quite honestly, we get a lot of benefits from

                                                            19

          1  COMMITTEE ON LAND USE

          2  being on this Committee as well, as the problems of

          3  having hours and hours of meetings.

          4                 So, I will say in the end, yes. In

          5  the perfect world, we should start at 10:00. I would

          6  like everyone to be on time, unless there's a reason

          7  that we're trying to work out a deal with one of the

          8  Council members with some of the developers or

          9  landmarking people, and we will try our best next

         10  time to notify as quickly as possible.

         11                 Any other comments? Questions?

         12                 Okay, but just so you understand, now

         13  we're working on --

         14                 COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER: I'm very

         15  serious about it.

         16                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: So am I.

         17                 COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER: I find it

         18  unfortunate that the Chair of this Committee took

         19  five minutes to explain, or to defend the Committee,

         20  when I said very clearly this wasn't about the Land

         21  Use Committee. But if you feel better about it,

         22  that's good as well. But it's not only this

         23  Committee. It's the Stated Meetings. This is not the

         24  only thing that we're talking about. This is

         25  something that goes on throughout the City Council.
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          2  When people, when the Chair talks about our

          3  constituents wanting us, wanting to get their

          4  money's worth out of us, and we start the Stated

          5  Meetings at 3:00 in the afternoon, when they're

          6  supposed to start at 1:00, and we do ceremonials,

          7  it's symptomatic of everything else that's going on.

          8                 I don't have a problem waiting here

          9  for some help. I'd like to know that I'm sitting and

         10  waiting or that I'm being told to come for a meeting

         11  that's not taking place because it's going to be

         12  held. And I think I deserve to get a call at 9:00 at

         13  night to tell me the meeting is cancelled, but can

         14  you come here anyway because it would be of help. I

         15  don't think that's very, very difficult.

         16                 Thank you.

         17                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: I will relay your

         18  thoughts to the Speaker.

         19                 Council Member Avella.

         20                 I just want to point out to everybody

         21  that, everybody is worried about time, now we're

         22  sitting here.

         23                 Okay, go ahead.

         24                 COUNCIL MEMBER AVELLA: Not to belabor

         25  the point, but I happen to agree with Council Member
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          2  Felder.

          3                 COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER: You're going

          4  to get into trouble now.

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER AVELLA: I know. Well,

          6  I get into trouble all the time. That doesn't bother

          7  me.

          8                 Madam Chair, I mean for example, the

          9  Subcommittee this morning, I didn't find out until I

         10  walked in here this morning that we were laying over

         11  the vote til tomorrow. I'm the Chairman of the

         12  Committee. That's unacceptable. That is simply

         13  unacceptable.

         14                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: We actually should

         15  have probably called people last night. I think it

         16  was just so late and we were trying to work. But

         17  anyway, you're right. Next time anything is

         18  cancelled, there will be a phone call.

         19                 Anybody want to talk to the greater

         20  issue?

         21                 Council Member Comrie.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER COMRIE: I just really

         23  wanted to support the Chair on her position on this

         24  issue, because there are times when you just can't

         25  ameliorate everything within the time period that's
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          2  allotted.

          3                 You know, we've had meetings on the

          4  Council that have had to be delayed because the

          5  Speaker's Office is trying to make every effort to

          6  make sure that the needs of that individual Council

          7  member or community are respected.

          8                 We had, just our last Stated Meeting

          9  was held up because we were trying to make sure that

         10  all the issues around the Solid Waste Management

         11  Plan were taken care.

         12                 There are going to be days and times

         13  when we're just not going to be on time, and there

         14  are going to be issues that are going to have to be

         15  ameliorated at the 99th hour which extends into the

         16  thousandth hour or the two-thousandth hour because

         17  they're trying to take care of those particular

         18  issues.

         19                 Unfortunately, people don't focus

         20  sometimes on what the solution is until after the

         21  deadline has passed.

         22                 And I think that we've been more than

         23  flexible in trying to ameliorate those problems.

         24  And, yes, there needs to be better communication,

         25  but I can speak for the team. I know they were
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          2  extremely frustrated at leaving here at 8:30 and not

          3  having a solution last night, and I think they just

          4  wanted to go and de-stress so that they could be

          5  prepared to deal with the rest of it today, in

          6  trying to make sure that the benefits for that

          7  community were being considered.

          8                 So, yes, they should have made phone

          9  calls, and yes, I think that, yes, phone calls

         10  should be made to members to give them an idea on

         11  concept of time, but, you know, people need to be

         12  flexible.

         13                 And, yes, chairs of committees should

         14  know what's going to go on in their committee before

         15  it goes on, but calls can go both ways, too.

         16  Especially when we know that this is a Committee

         17  that's always fluid. So, I tend to call on my way in

         18  in the morning to say is this going to start at this

         19  particular time? Because you kind of know what's

         20  happened in the past. So, you know, phone calls can

         21  go both ways.

         22                 But, yes, it's up to the Speaker. I

         23  think we'll talk to the Speaker about making sure

         24  that there's more communication going on out one way

         25  or the other.
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          2                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Thank you.

          3                 Anybody else?

          4                 Are we expecting anybody else?

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER COMRIE: I didn't vote

          6  yet.

          7                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Oh, we need to

          8  continue the vote. I apologize.

          9                 COUNCIL CLERK: Council Member Barron.

         10                 COUNCIL MEMBER BARRON: I want to vote

         11  no on the two Land Use items in regards to the

         12  Landmarking, one is the Mark W. Allen House. That's

         13  a no vote. Preconsidered 2006559 HKR; M 185, the

         14  DeHart House -- LU 185. Those are the two no votes;

         15  aye on all other items.

         16                 COUNCIL CLERK: Council Member Comrie.

         17                 COUNCIL MEMBER COMRIE: I'd like to

         18  vote aye on all items. I want to congratulate the

         19  Chairs of the Committee. I talked to Council Member

         20  McMahon and Council Member Lanza regarding those two

         21  aforementioned Land Use items, and after talking

         22  with them and talking with the Speaker's Office

         23  about trying to work with the home owners to make

         24  sure that they can get the maximum benefits from

         25  their property, knowing that in this market they can
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          2  get the maximum dollar for the property if it's

          3  marketing correctly. I think that, you know, we need

          4  to be compassionate in what we do to people and how

          5  we treat people, and if we can work with this with

          6  compassion and with forethought, I think that both

          7  parties will be quite satisfied with how they are

          8  treated in the future.

          9                 I think that we do need to be aware.

         10  You know, I've always asked during the landmark

         11  process if the owner can maintain and sustain a

         12  property if it's landmarked, because it's one thing

         13  to landmark a property for the aesthetic use, but

         14  it's another issue to landmark a property knowing

         15  that the property won't be maintained in a certain

         16  manner. I think we always need to be considerate of

         17  that, always be aware of that, and always bring that

         18  into our deliberations. That's something that I've

         19  always asked, if the owner supports the landmarking

         20  or not, because we don't want to have other

         21  properties that are landmarked that turned into

         22  disrepair.

         23                 I know that Councilman Avella had

         24  worked over two years to pass a bill dealing with

         25  landmarks that were in disrepair, that are either
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          2  City-owned or owned by non-profits. So, we have to

          3  be aware of what we're doing and make sure that when

          4  we do a landmark, that all those considerations are

          5  taken into account. With that, I vote aye on all.

          6                 COUNCIL CLERK: All items on today's

          7  agenda were adopted by a vote of 22 in the

          8  affirmative, zero in the negative and no

          9  abstentions, with the exception of Preconsidered

         10  Land Use item, Application Number --

         11                 You voted. Council Member Vann.

         12                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Let's call the vote

         13  then. Maybe it was just an oversight.

         14                 COUNCIL CLERK: By a vote of 22 in the

         15  affirmative, zero in the negative -- Council Member

         16  Vann.

         17                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Council Member

         18  Vann.

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER VANN: Request

         20  permission to explain my vote.

         21                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: The first time or

         22  the second? Council Member Vann.

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER VANN: Oh, you're

         24  taking sides. Ahh, okay.

         25                 Well, I was always taught that if you
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          2  see a good fight, get in it. I'd like to observe

          3  that Council Member Felder was taken out of the room

          4  at 11:10. We're going to hang around and make sure

          5  he gets back in.

          6                 All right, on the issue, I vote aye

          7  on all, Madam Chair. Thank you. And this is the

          8  first time I voted.

          9                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: I know. Thank you,

         10  Councilman.

         11                 COUNCIL CLERK: Revised Land Use

         12  agenda, everything is voted (sic) by a vote of 22 in

         13  the affirmative, zero in the negative and no

         14  abstentions, with the exception of Preconsidered

         15  Land Use item application number 20065559 HKR, and

         16  Land Use Item 185, which are adopted by a vote of 20

         17  in the affirmative, two in the negative and zero

         18  abstentions.

         19                 CHAIRPERSON KATZ: Has anybody heard

         20  from Council Member Seabrook or Rivera? No. Okay,

         21  we're going to leave the roll open then for only

         22  five minutes because I don't expected the others

         23  here. Thank you. Meeting is adjourned. Sign the

         24  reports, please. Please don't leave.
