IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is estimated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. The Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues is consistent with the Council’s estimate.

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: The Council estimates expenditures of $1.6 million annually to implement this legislation for costs associated with ten positions (including salary and fringe) and administrative operating expenses of the office. The pro-rated cost of the office in Fiscal 2028 is anticipated to be approximately $1.3 million as the legislation would only be in effect for a portion of the year. OMB’s estimate indicated that the legislation may impact the City’s expenditures but that it could not be calculated at this time.
