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          1  PLANNING, DISPOSITIONS AND CONCESSIONS

          2                 CHAIRPERSON MARTINEZ: All right,

          3  we're going to call the meeting to order.

          4                 We're going to open up Item LU 55.

          5  Council Member Vann.

          6                 Anyone to speak on the item? Closing

          7  that particular item.

          8                 Opening up item LU 95. Council Member

          9  Gonzalez, DeBlasio and Yassky. Anyone to speak on

         10  the item? Closing the item.

         11                 Opening up Item LU 128. Council

         12  Member Quinn. Anyone to speak on the item? Closing

         13  the particular item.

         14                 Opening up Item LU 54. Council Member

         15  Perkins.

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS: Thank you

         17  very much. I appreciate this half hour of

         18  opportunity to extend my condolences --

         19                 CHAIRPERSON MARTINEZ: Point of order.

         20                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS: Can we have a

         21  debate, discussion on this point of order?

         22                 CHAIRPERSON MARTINEZ: No, you may

         23  speak.

         24                 COUNCIL MEMBER PERKINS: Can I offer a

         25  friendly amendment. Fifteen minutes?
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          2                 No, in any case, let me just say

          3  quickly how enthusiastically I support this project.

          4  It represents another step in the renovation of not

          5  only properties in the neighborhood that have been

          6  long neglected, but also opportunities for families,

          7  opportunities for contractors, opportunities for

          8  employment, as well as new voters that will make a

          9  significant difference for our City.

         10                 It is a part of a package of

         11  neighborhood entrepreneur projects that speaks very

         12  well to providing diverse housing opportunities.

         13  That is, it includes requirements that low-income

         14  families be able to live in the renovated housing

         15  through subsidy. And, so, that is something that

         16  we've been very concerned about as we've seen the

         17  affordable housing crisis grow in our City with the

         18  lower-income families being the ones who are most

         19  adversely affected.

         20                 So, HCCI, Harlem Congregations for

         21  Community Improvement, is the sponsor. It is an

         22  organization that has had a long, extensive history

         23  in the neighborhood. It's a faith-based coalition of

         24  sponsors that were in the forefront of the

         25  development of a lot of projects in the
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          2  neighborhood.

          3                 So, with that in mind, I just wanted

          4  to thank you for allowing me the time to speak and

          5  to share my support and I would hope that my

          6  colleagues would join me in that regard.

          7                 Thank you.

          8                 CHAIRPERSON MARTINEZ: Anyone else to

          9  speak?

         10                 Closing the item.

         11                 Can we call the roll? And I recommend

         12  an aye vote on all the items presented.

         13                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Martinez.

         14                 CHAIRPERSON MARTINEZ: Aye.

         15                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Nelson.

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER NELSON: Aye.

         18                 COUNCIL MEMBER RIVERA: Aye.

         19                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Monserrate.

         20                 COUNCIL MEMBER MONSERRATE: Aye.

         21                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Lanza.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER LANZA: Aye.

         23                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: By a vote of

         24  five in the affirmative, none in the negative and no

         25  abstentions, the aforementioned items are approved
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          2  and referred to the full Committee.

          3                 CHAIRPERSON MARTINEZ: We're going to

          4  leave the roll open for another five minutes, then

          5  we're going to be adjourning.

          6                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Gentile.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER GENTILE: Aye on all.

          8                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: The vote stands

          9  at six in the affirmative, none in the negative and

         10  no abstentions, and is referred to the full

         11  Committee.
