REASONS FOR SUPPORT:

Bars to state licensure for certain types of employment exist to protect the public from those individuals who may reasonably pose a public safety threat, however, in practice, these bars have been extended to certain individuals who may not warrant the denial of such a license. In order for those individuals who have served their time in jail or state prison to become productive members of society, they must have the opportunity to engage in viable employment, that is, in employment for which they do not pose a public safety threat.
