By the Speaker (Council Member Vallone) and Council Members Berman, Espada, Henry, Koslowitz, Warden and Stabile (in conjunction with the Mayor); also Council Members Cruz, Eisland, Fisher, Foster, Marshall, Michels, Pinkett, Povman, Sabini and Wooten.

Title:
To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to providing health insurance coverage for former Mayors. 

Analysis:
This legislation would provide health insurance coverage to former Mayors of the city of New York, upon reaching age sixty-two, who are not covered under a city retirement or pension plan.  Such benefits would be the same as provided to city employees, city retirees, and their dependents as set forth in paragraph one of subdivision b of section 12-126 of the city’s administrative code.  These benefits, however, would  not be deemed to be salary, wages or compensation in relation to any  retirement or pension system. 

Health insurance benefits for city employees, persons retired from city employment and their dependents  who are not covered under the city’s retirement or pension system have been provided by local law in the past.  Specifically, the city has recognized the survivors of  police officers, firefighters, correction officers and sanitation workers who died in the line of duty, by providing health insurance coverage accordingly.  

Intro. No. 668 would extend health insurance coverage to former Mayors in recognition of their invaluable service to the city of New York.

Update:


On Friday, January 7, 2000, the Committee on Civil Service and Labor voted out of committee, Int. No. 668 by a vote of 5-0.
