	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would amend Title 20 of the administrative code of the city of New York, creating a new subchapter 33 and fashioning a definition of “internet café.” Pursuant to the terms of Intro. 65, it would be unlawful for any person or business to operate as an internet café without first obtaining a license from the Department of Consumer Affairs. The biennial license fee for an amusement arcade or gaming café shall be three hundred forty dollars.
