TITLE:
AN ACT to establish the date of commencement of certain individuals in the New York city employees’ retirement system 

BACKGROUND AND PROPOSED LEGISLATION:


The proposed legislation would apply to current employees of the City of New York who were employed by the City from February 27, 1967 through July 12, 1972, but who, through no negligence of their own, did not become members of the New York City Employee’s Retirement System (NYCERS) at that time.  The proposed legislation would provide that such employees, who returned to employment with the City of New York in 1985, and thereupon became members of NYCERS, would be deemed to have become  NYCERS members on February 27, 1967.  Such employees would have to file a request to be so considered within one year of the effective date of this legislation.  


According to the Memorandum in Support, given that the failure to become a member of NYCERS was not ascribable to such employees’ own negligence, equity would dictate that such employees be deemed to have become NYCERS members as of February 27, 1967.
