A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to discharge planning for inmates in city correctional facilities.
BILL SUMMARY:

This bill would require the Department of Correction (“DOC”) and Department of Homeless Services (“DHS”) to make every effort to provide appropriate services and programs to inmates immediately upon their release from the custody of the DOC, if such inmates had been identified by the departments as having been housed in shelters provided by DHS prior to their incarceration.
This bill would also remove the provisions of law that would have permitted Administrative Code Sections 9-127, 9-128, and 9-129, which relate to discharge planning for inmates in DOC custody, to expire one year after the request of the DOC.

EFFECTIVE DATE:

90 days after it becomes law.
