 IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is anticipated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. The Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues is consistent with the Council’s estimate.

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: It is estimated that there would be an impact on expenditures resulting from the enactment of this legislation, as the Department of Consumer and Worker Protection (DCWP) would require $50,000 annually for the cost of cloud-based database capacity to manage data storage. OMB’s estimate of the impact on City expenditures differs from the Council’s estimate because OMB assumes the need for additional headcount. However, the Council disagrees that the anticipated additional headcount would result in additional expenditures, as the agency currently has unfilled positions that could be filled to carry out the requirements of this legislation.
