A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to cosmetology establishments displaying resources regarding gender-based violence

[bookmark: _GoBack]This bill would require the Office to End Gender-Based Violence (ENDGBV) to create posters that includes information about gender-based violence services available in the city and to provide such posters to hair, nail, and skincare salons at no cost. This bill would also require hair, nail, and skincare salons to display such posters.

Effective Date:
This law takes effect 90 days after becoming law, except that subdivision e of section 3-182 of the administrative code of the city of New York, as added by section 1 of this local law, takes effect 180 days after becoming law.
