          3  everyone. I'd like to reconvene the meeting of the

          4  Subcommittee on Zoning and Franchises. We have two

          5  items that we'll be voting on, and that's the West

          6  60th Street Project and the Queens Borough Hill

          7  rezoning.

          8                 As you will recall, we laid over the

          9  vote on these two items because they were continuing

         10  negotiations with the West 60th Street and Council

         11  Member Brewer. She is fine with those negotiations

         12  and has asked that the application be approved.

         13                 The Queens Borough Hill rezoning,

         14  which encompasses Council Members John Liu and James

         15  Gennaro, we will be modifying and they have asked

         16  that the application be approved with the

         17  modifications.

         18                 Without going into what the

         19  modifications are in the Queens Borough Hill,

         20  because it is quite technical, we will be modifying

         21  certain areas that City Planning had originally

         22  rezoned for R2-A, then changed it to R4-A. Council

         23  Member John Liu would now like them rezoned to R3-X.

         24                 There is also a little section of

         25  homes where Council member is suggesting go from

          3  in Gennaro's section.

          4                 With that, Chair recommends approval,

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER JACKSON: Aye on all.

          3                 COUNCIL MEMBER McMAHON: Aye.

          4                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: The vote stands

          5  seven in the affirmative, none in the negative, no

          6  abstentions. Item passes to the full Land Use

          7  Committee.

          8                 CHAIRPERSON AVELLA: We will keep the

          9  vote open for a few minutes until Land Use actually

         10  begins while we're waiting for --

         13                 COUNCIL MEMBER SEARS: I vote aye.

         14                 COUNCIL MEMBER KATZ: Can the

         15  Sergeant-At-Arms please tell the folks on the

         16  Education Committee Land Use is about to begin. They

         17  should come in.

         18                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: The vote stands

         19  eight in the affirmative, none in the negative.

         20                 COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER: I just want to

         21  mention for the information of my colleagues, that

         22  the Mayor just announced amnesty for the tickets

         23  issued on a day that the snow was very light and

         24  there were no problems, and I know everyone likes to

         25  sleep late, but, you know, sometimes --
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          2                 UNIDENTIFIED SPEAKER: You're on the

          3  record.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER: What should I

          5  do? I don't have a problem.

          6                 On the record, I am very excited

          7  about the Mayor finally realizing that people do

          8  have to dig out their cars.
