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          1  COMMITTEE ON FINANCE

          2                 CHAIRPERSON WEPRIN: Welcome to the

          3  City Council Finance Committee. My name is David

          4  Weprin, I Chair the Committee.

          5                 In today's hearing we will be

          6  considering one piece of legislation, a

          7  preconsidered resolution concerning the

          8  establishment of the Bayridge Fifth Avenue BID,

          9  located in the Borough of Brooklyn.

         10                 The main purpose of this

         11  preconsidered resolution is to set a new public

         12  hearing date and time for the review of the local

         13  law which would establish the Bayridge Fifth Avenue

         14  BID.

         15                 On May 10th, 2006, we adopted a

         16  similar resolution, Resolution 295, setting today as

         17  the first public hearing date on the establishment

         18  of the BID, and directing that all notices required

         19  under the BID law be properly given, including the

         20  publication in either the City Record or newspaper

         21  of the date of such public hearing.

         22                 Due to an oversight, notice of the

         23  hearing was not properly given. Therefore, in order

         24  to comply with statutory requirements set forth in

         25  the BID law to establish the Bayridge Fifth Avenue
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          2  BID, today's preconsidered resolution will set a new

          3  hearing date on the BID for June 13th, 2006 at 11:00

          4  a.m.

          5                 I apologize for any inconvenience

          6  this may have caused for persons wishing to testify

          7  today, but I can assure you, you will be given the

          8  opportunity to testify on the BID at the June 13th

          9  meeting.

         10                 We will soon hear from George Glatter

         11  from the Department of Small Business Services, who

         12  is here to testify on the BID, but we have a special

         13  distinguished guest I would like to acknowledge, and

         14  that is Christina Gennaro, who is visiting with us

         15  at City Hall with her dad, a member of this

         16  Committee, Councilman Jim Gennaro.

         17                 Welcome, Christina. You have the

         18  privileges of the floor.

         19                 MS. GENNARO: Thank you very much.

         20                 CHAIRPERSON WEPRIN: We have our

         21  Minority Leader Councilman Jim Oddo from Staten

         22  Island, Council Member Oliver Koppell from the

         23  Bronx, Council Member Peter Vallone, Jr. from

         24  Queens, and Christina's daddy, Councilman Jim

         25  Gennaro.
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          1  COMMITTEE ON FINANCE

          2                 Mr. Glatter, why don't you proceed

          3  while we're waiting for a quorum.

          4                 ASSISTANT COMMISSIONER GLATTER: Thank

          5  you, and good afternoon, Mr. Chairman, and members

          6  of the Finance Committee and Christina Gennaro.

          7                 I am George Glatter, Assistant

          8  Commissioner at the Department of Small Business

          9  Services. SBS supports the new City Council

         10  resolution setting the date, time and place for the

         11  public hearing, concerning the establishment of the

         12  Bay Ridge Fifth Avenue Business Improvement District

         13  in the Borough of Brooklyn.

         14                 The Bay Ridge Fifth Avenue Bid

         15  Steering Committee has successfully completed the

         16  outreach work consistent with SBS program rules.

         17                 In addition, SBS has reviewed the

         18  boundaries of the proposed Bayridge Fifth Avenue BID

         19  and found the boundaries to be acceptable.

         20                 The proposed BID includes properties

         21  covering 20 blocks along both sides of Fifth Avenue,

         22  between 65th and 85th Streets.

         23                 SBS will arrange for the publication

         24  of a summary of the City Council Resolution at least

         25  once in the City Record, the Bay Ridge Avenue BID
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          2  Steering Committee will arrange for a mailing of the

          3  summary of the resolution as required by law.

          4                 Thank you all, very much.

          5                 CHAIRPERSON WEPRIN: Thank you, Mr.

          6  Glatter.

          7                 We've been joined by Council Member

          8  Dennis Gallagher from Queens.

          9                 Do any members have any questions?

         10                 Now you don't have questions? Now

         11  I'll entertain questions.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER: When is it?

         13                 CHAIRPERSON WEPRIN: June 13th. It had

         14  to be a minimum of -- how many days, two weeks? Ten

         15  days. A minimum of ten days. It sounded like a good

         16  day.

         17                 Christina, do you have any questions?

         18                 MS. GENNARO: No.

         19                 CHAIRPERSON WEPRIN: Okay, where is my

         20  new Counsel to the Committee, Ann Brown?

         21                 Mr. Martinez, can you help us with

         22  the quorum? We need 11, right?

         23                 If you can just pull in six members,

         24  or ask six members to come in. We need six more

         25  members. Bring 'em in.
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          2                 Okay, we have our Majority Leader,

          3  Councilman Joel Rivera from the Bronx, and Council

          4  Member Maria Baez from the Bronx. Thank you for

          5  coming.

          6                 We're almost there. Okay, we need

          7  four more members.

          8                 We have Council Member Robert

          9  Jackson, Council Member Leroy Comrie. We need two

         10  more members. If you could just stay here please,

         11  members.

         12                 Council Member Jackson, if you could

         13  stay, please? Two more members. And Robert Jackson's

         14  cheeseburger. What about Helen Sears? Just tell her

         15  we've got to vote right now. We're ready to call the

         16  roll.

         17                 Ann Brown, our new Counsel to the

         18  Committee, will you call the roll, please?

         19                 We're voting on preconsidered

         20  resolution number -- what's the number? Just the

         21  preconsidered reso, I described it earlier. Call the

         22  roll.

         23                 MS. BROWN: Weprin.

         24                 CHAIRPERSON WEPRIN: Aye.

         25                 MS. BROWN: Baez.
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          2                 COUNCIL MEMBER BAEZ: Aye.

          3                 MS. BROWN: Comrie.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER COMRIE: Aye.

          5                 MS. BROWN: Gennaro.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER GENNARO: Yes.

          7                 MS. BROWN: Koppell.

          8                 COUNCIL MEMBER KOPPELL: Aye.

          9                 MS. BROWN: McMahon.

         10                 COUNCIL MEMBER McMAHON: Aye.

         11                 MS. BROWN: Sears.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER SEARS: Aye.

         13                 MS. BROWN: Vallone.

         14                 COUNCIL MEMBER VALLONE: Aye.

         15                 MS. BROWN: Jackson.

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER JACKSON: Aye.

         17                 MS. BROWN: Gallagher.

         18                 COUNCIL MEMBER GALLAGHER: Pass.

         19                 MS. BROWN: Oddo.

         20                 COUNCIL MEMBER ODDO: Yes.

         21                 MS. BROWN: Gallagher.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER GALLAGHER: Proudly,

         23  aye.

         24                 MS. BROWN: Rivera.

         25                 COUNCIL MEMBER RIVERA: Aye.
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          2                 CHAIRPERSON WEPRIN: All right,

          3  announce the results.

          4                 MS. BROWN: By a vote of 11 in the

          5  affirmative, zero in the negative, the resolution

          6  has been adopted.

          7                 CHAIRPERSON WEPRIN: Please sign the

          8  Committee Report.

          9                 The roll will stay open until the

         10  Stated Meeting, and hopefully the Committee Report

         11  will be circulated.

         12                 Other than that, we're adjourned.

         13                 COUNCIL CLERK MARTIN: The final vote

         14  on the Committee on Finance stands at 12 in the

         15  affirmative, zero in the negative, no abstentions.

         16  Thank you.

         17                 Council Member Vann.
