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City Planning Commission decision approving an application submitted by the Department of Housing Preservation and Development (HPD), pursuant to Section 505 of Article 15 of the General Municipal (Urban Renewal) Law of New York State and Section 197-c of the New York City Charter, for the First Amendment to the Mott Haven East Urban Renewal Plan, for the Mott Haven East Urban Renewal Area.

The proposed plan:

1. Subdivides Site 503 into two sites, 503A and 503B and removes the bed of demapped Union Avenue between East 147th Street and East 149th Street from the plan;

2. Updates the “Proposed Time Schedule for Effectuation of the Plan”;

3. Clarifies the definition of residential uses;

4. Eliminates density controls of  “Permitted Densities and Parking Requirements” since it reflected the underlying zoning;

5. Updates the text of the plan to conform to current HPD format;

6. Updates the plan maps to reflect the changes to Site 503.

The proposed plan amendment would facilitate the construction of a commercial development tentatively known as Crossroads Plaza.
