SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Proposed Int. No. 1001-A would require an office or agency designated by the Mayor to establish an automated text message system that sends parents and guardians reminders and guidance about children’s health and development, including information like recommended medical checkups, vaccination schedules, and deadlines for early childhood education and public-school enrollment. Parents and guardians would be able to sign up using just a phone number and choose to receive messages in multiple citywide languages. The office or agency would also be required to conduct an outreach campaign to parents, guardians, healthcare providers, doulas, and midwives about the program.

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is estimated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. The Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues is consistent with the Council’s estimate.

[bookmark: _Int_WPogLv6S]IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: The Council estimates that this legislation would require an additional $158,000 in Fiscal 2027. The Fiscal 2027 cost is comprised of $105,000 for the Personal Services (PS) costs for one community coordinator responsible for managing the program and $53,000 for Other Than Personal Services (OTPS) expenditures. The OTPS costs in Fiscal 2027 include $25,000 for text distribution, $3,000 in Current Procedural Terminology (CPT) charges, a one-time start-up fee of $4,000, and $21,000 in annual flat fees for code hosting and leasing. The OTPS costs are expected to increase to $77,000 in year two, $103,000 in year three, and $129,000 in year four as more individuals are enrolled in the program and CPT charges increase. The PS costs in the outyears would be $105,000 annually. OMB’s estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s expenditures is consistent with the Council’s estimate.
