Resolution calling upon the United Nations to no longer remain silent and to pass a resolution condemning the practice of suicide bombings by the Palestinian community.
On Tuesday, July 9, 2002, the City Council’s Committee on Cultural Affairs, Libraries and International Intergroup Relations, chaired by Council Member Jose M. Serrano, will conduct a hearing on Resolution No. 255, which calls upon the United Nations to no longer remain silent and to pass a resolution condemning the practice of suicide bombings by the Palestinian community. Expected to testify at the hearing are representatives from various organizations.  A copy of Resolution No. 255 is attached. 

RESOLUTION NO. 255


Resolution No. 255, as noted above, calls upon the United Nations to no longer remain silent and to pass a resolution condemning the practice of suicide bombings by the Palestinian community. The resolution cites several such bombings, including the bombing of a Tel Aviv disco which killed over 20 teenagers, a bombing at a pizzeria which killed over a dozen people, a cafe bombing which killed 10 people, and bus bombings which resulted in the deaths of dozens of individuals.  According to the resolution, these and other violent acts throughout Europe in the name of the Palestinian community should have, but did not, result in denouncement by the United Nations. 


The resolution argues that the United Nations is an organization dedicated to international peace and security and therefore should send a message to the rest of the world that it will not stand for one-sided justice or anti-Semitism. 
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
