TITLE:
A Local Law to amend the New York city charter, the administrative code of the city of New York and local law number 58 for the year 1996, relating to performance by the police department of certain functions previously performed by the department of transportation, in relation to authorizing employees of the police department to perform parking enforcement functions.

NEW YORK CITY CHARTER:
Amends subdivision b of section 435, as added by local law number 58 for the year 1996.

 ADMINISTRATIVE CODE:
Amends the heading and subdivision a of section 14-118.2, as added by local law number 58 for the year 1996.

LOCAL LAW 58 FOR THE 

YEAR 1996:
Deletes subdivision b.


On June 22, 2006, the Committee on Civil Service and Labor, chaired by Council Member Joseph P. Addabbo, Jr., will hold a hearing to consider Proposed Int. No. 350-A. A previous hearing was held for this Proposed Int. on June 22, 2006.

BACKGROUND


Currently, New York City Traffic Rules and Regulations and the New York State Vehicle and Traffic Law are enforced primarily through the New York City Police Department’s (NYPD) Parking Enforcement District and the Department of Transportation’s (DOT) Parking Control Unit (PCU), which enforces on-street violations and off-street violations found in municipal parking facilities. Previously, Local Law No 58 for the year 1996 transferred employees who performed traffic enforcement functions from the PCU to the NYPD. This legislation would transfer the remaining DOT PCU personnel to the NYPD, thereby creating one enforcement entity for such functions.  According to the Sponsor’s Memorandum in Support (MIS), this centralization will result in more effective and efficient enforcement of parking laws and would be a critical element in the effort to increase traffic flow and reduce congestion throughout the City. The centralization would also permit the NYPD to enhance the training, coordination and deployment of summons enforcement personnel.

PROPOSED INT. NO. 350-A


Section 1 of Proposed Int. No. 350-A would amend subdivision b of section 435 of the New York City Charter, as added by local law number 58 of 1996, by deleting references to specific classified civil service titles.  According to the MIS, this reference is no longer necessary, since the transfer authorized by Local Law No. 58 is complete and NYPD employees perform both traffic enforcement and parking functions. 

Section 2 of Proposed Int. No. 350-A would amend Administrative Code Section

14-118.2 to authorize NYPD civilian employees to perform parking enforcement duties.  

Section 3 of the bill would amend section 3 of local law No. 58 for the year 1996 in order to conform it to the amendments made by Proposed Int. No. 350-A. Such section would authorize the transfer of DOT Parking Control Specialists and Associate Parking Control Specialists to the NYPD.


Section 4 of Proposed Int. No. 350-A would conform to the amendments made by the proposed legislation. Such legislation would provide that transferred employees to the NYPD would not need to take civil service examinations to continue performing their functions, and that employees having disciplinary charges pending at the time of transfer would not be transferred to the NYPD until such charges are resolved.  

Section 5 of Proposed Int. No. 350-A would provide that transferred employees would not lose existing rights and remedies due to the enactment of the proposed legislation.


Section 6 of Proposed Int. No. 350-A would provide that no court or administrative proceedings pending at the time of the enactment of this legislation  would be affected by its enactment and that such proceedings may be assigned to the NYPD.  
Finally, Section 7 of Proposed Int. No. 350-A would provide that this local law shall take effect on July 2, 2006 or as soon as practicable.      
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
