I. Introduction
On March 12, 2025 the Committee on Criminal Justice, chaired by Council Member Sandy Nurse, will hold a vote on Proposed Introduction Number 420-A (Proposed Int. No. 420-A), in relation to in relation to establishing a program for child visitors to department of correction facilities, Proposed Introduction Number 977-A (Proposed Int. No. 977-A), in relation to requiring the department of probation to report on technical probation violations and all programming offered by the department, Proposed Introduction Number 1023-A (Proposed Int. No. 1023-A), in relation to in relation to requiring the department of correction to establish and operate an online scheduling system for visits to incarcerated persons, Proposed Introduction Number 1026-A (Proposed Int. No. 1026-A), in relation to modifying quarterly reporting requirements on visitations of incarcerated individuals and requiring the department of correction to record notifications to incarcerated individuals of visitation requests, and Proposed Introduction Number 1036-A (Proposed Int. No. 1036-A), in relation to requiring correctional health services to provide reports regarding people in custody who have been ordered to undergo a court-ordered forensic psychiatric examination. The Committee heard previous versions of these bills, either on June 26, 2024 or September 27, 2024 and received testimony from the Department of Correction (DOC), advocates for incarcerated individuals, and other stakeholders. 
II. Background 

Visiting Rikers Island:

Visits are important for the well-being of incarcerated people. During the COVID-19 pandemic, DOC discontinued in-person visits and replaced them with televisits. As the COVID-19 pandemic subsided, DOC resumed in-person visits on weekdays on a pre-scheduled basis.[footnoteRef:4] In May 2023, the Department resumed in-person weekend visits on a first-come-first-served basis and restricted televisits to Fridays.[footnoteRef:5] The number of in-person visits has decreased from pre-pandemic levels and the Department cancelled over 15,000 video visits in three years.[footnoteRef:6]  [4:  Daniel E. Court-Ordered Forensic Psychiatric Examinations:  

In NYS, judges are obligated under Criminal Procedure Law Article 730 to order mental health evaluations at any time if the court is of the opinion that the defendant may be mentally incapacitated.[footnoteRef:7] These evaluations assist the courts in determining if a defendant charged with a criminal offense is mentally fit to proceed with the case. Department of Probation (DOP) Violations:

Probation is the process whereby the Court has determined that an individual can avoid prison or jail and remain in the community under DOP supervision.[footnoteRef:9] In Fiscal Year (FY) 2024, DOP provided supervision to 15,778 individuals, a 4.5% increase from 15,101 in FY 2023. In 2016, the Council passed Local Laws 89 and 90 to require DOP  to issue annual reports on the programs offered to probationers, compliance with mandates, and recidivism rates. In recent years, there has been an increase in the average monthly violation rate and a decrease in the probation completion rate for both juvenile and adult probationers.[footnoteRef:10]  [10:  Preliminary Fiscal 2024 Mayor’s Management Report, Department of Probation, Available at https://www.nyc.gov/site/operations/performance/mmr.page] 


III. Legislative Analysis 
Proposed Int. No. 420-A
Proposed Int. No. 420-A would require DOC to establish a child visitor program for the purpose of improving the experience of child visitors of Department facilities, and would require annual reporting on the status of the program. It would take effect 120 days after enactment.	
Since introduction, the bill was amended to require DOC make best efforts to reduce the time that a child visitor waits prior to commencing a visit with an incarcerated person as well as to report on average waiting times for child visitors at city jails, disaggregated by facility. The bill was also amended to require DOC to conduct a study on the feasibility of implementing televisits on weekend days without reducing the number of hours for in person visits on weekend days, and to report on the findings of the study no later than January 1, 2026. 
Proposed Int. No. 977-A
Proposed Int. No. 977-A would enhance reporting requirements to provide a more detailed understanding of the nature of probation violations and the programs offered by the DOP. Section 1 of the bill increases the frequency of required reports on recidivism and program compliance from yearly to every six months. It also requires that reports include information on the specific nature of technical probation violations, disaggregated by age. Section 2 of the bill similarly increases the frequency of reporting on probation programming from yearly to once every six months. In addition, the bill clarifies the existing law to require DOP reports on every program offered by the department.  
Since introduction, the bill was amended to require DOP report on probationers ages 16-18 separately from other age cohorts and underwent some technical amendments.  
Proposed Int. No. 1023-A
Proposed Int. No. 1023-A would require DOC to establish, operate, and maintain an online scheduling system to facilitate visits to people who are incarcerated. At minimum, this online scheduling system must be accessible by all major operating systems used by wireless communication devices or computers, give the public the ability to select, reserve, and modify dates for jail visits, provide real-time updates when DOC must cancel a scheduled visit, and provide the option for the public to save information to ease the administrative burden of scheduling repeat visits. This law would take effect two years after enactment.
Since introduction, the bill was amended to clarify that scheduling a visit on the newly established online scheduling system must not be the sole means by which someone can arrange to visit a person in custody and, when practicable, a person who arrives after their scheduled time visit time my still be permitted to have a visit. The bill also affirmatively states that access to the information collected by the online visitation system must comply with the Identifying Information Law (Local Laws 245 and 247 of 2017).  Finally, the bill now requires the DOC to provide a reason if they deny permission for visitation to a person who makes a request through the online scheduling system and issue annual reports on participation rates and other metrics related to the system.
Proposed Int. No. 1026-A
Proposed Int. No. 1026-A would require the DOC to report separately on in-person and tele-visits and provide detailed information on the reasons jail visits are not completed. The bill would also require the DOC to record interactions in which a person in custody is informed about a visitor and refuses to attend the visit and, upon request, provide those video recordings to defense attorneys. This law would take effect 270 days after enactment.  	
Since introduction, the bill was amended to clarify that attorney visits are not subject to a reporting requirement and to remove the provision that DOC staff request an incarcerated individual’s consent to share a recording of a visit refusal with their defense attorney and DOC provide video of refusals to defense attorney’s upon request. Finally, the effective date was altered in order for the DOC to update their policy and reporting infrastructure to comply with these new requirements. 
Proposed Int. No. 1036-A
Proposed Int. No. 1036-A would require the DOC to issue quarterly public reports on people in custody who have been ordered to undergo a forensic psychiatric examination pursuant to Section 730 of the New York Criminal Procedure Law. Among other things, information in these reports would include the number of people in custody who have been ordered to undergo a forensic psychiatric examination, the housing area type where these individuals are being detained, and the average length of time a person deemed unfit to stand trial spends in custody before being discharged to an appropriate institution for competency restoration. This law would take effect immediately upon enactment. 
Since introduction, the bill was amended to change the entity required to submit reports from the DOC to Correctional Health Services (CHS). Terminology throughout the legislation was altered to conform to terms used by CHS and there were other technical edits.

Section 1. Chapter 1 of title 9 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding a new section 9-168 to read as follows:
§ 9-168 Child visitor program.
a. Definitions. For purposes of this section, the following terms have the following meanings:
Child visitor. The term “child visitor” means a natural person under 16 years of age who enters a city jail for the purpose of visiting an incarcerated person.
City jail. The term “city jail” means any facility of the department in which incarcerated persons held in department custody are housed.
Specially designed visiting area. The term “specially designed visiting area” means a visiting area with interactive exhibits or other features designed to be used by children. 
Visiting area. The term “visiting area” means a room or space within a city jail where a visit between an incarcerated person and a member of such person’s family, including a child visitor, may occur.
b. The department shall establish a program for child visitors and other participants of visits with incarcerated persons that include child visitors. Such program shall provide:
1.  Toys, games, books, and activities, such as arts and crafts, and disinfecting wipes in any visiting area;
2. Training for department staff who interact with child visitors on minimizing stress for child visitors, which shall include, but need not be limited to, information about child development and communicating with children of various ages; and
3. A specially designed visiting area in any city jail constructed or renovated on or after the effective date of the local law that added this section.
c. The department shall, in accordance with applicable law and rules including minimum standards of the board of correction as set forth in chapter 1 of title 40 of the rules of the city of New York, make best efforts to reduce the time that a child visitor waits prior to commencing a visit with an incarcerated person.
d. The department shall conduct a study on the feasibility of implementing tele-visits on weekend days without reducing the number of hours for in person visits on weekend days. No later than January 1, 2026, the department shall submit to the mayor and the speaker of the council and post on the department’s website a report on the findings of the study conducted pursuant to this subdivision. 
e. No later than April 1, 2026, and annually thereafter, the department shall submit to the mayor, the speaker of the council, and the board of correction, and post on the department’s website, a report on the program for child visitors required by this section. Such report shall include, but need not be limited to, for the preceding calendar year:
1. The number of visits to city jails by child visitors, disaggregated by city jail;
2. The number of visits to city jails by child visitors that occurred in specially designed visiting areas, disaggregated by city jail;
3. The number of department staff who have received training as required by paragraph 2 of subdivision b;
4. The average length of time between the time a child visitor arrives at a city jail and the time such child visitor commences a visit with an incarcerated person, disaggregated by facility;
5. The types of toys, games, books and activities in visiting areas as required by paragraph 1 of subdivision b, disaggregated by facility;
6. A list of city jails that do not include a specially designed visiting area; and
7. A description of any initiatives of the department to improve the experience of child visitors.
f. The department shall post on its website a description of the program for child visitors required by this section, including any protocols or processes for cleaning and, where necessary, replenishing toys, games, books and activities in visiting areas as required by paragraph 1 of subdivision b. 
§ 2. This local law takes effect 120 days after it becomes law.

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

Section 1.  Section 9-203 of the administrative code of the city of New York, as added by local law number 90 for the year 2016, is amended to read as follows:   
§ 9-203 Probation recidivism and violations report. a. Definitions. For the purposes of this section, the following terms have the following meanings:
Adjust. The term “adjust” has the same meaning as the process described in section 308.1 of the New York family court act, or any successor statute.
Department. The term “department” means the New York city department of probation.
[Eligible year. The term “eligible year” means any year during which a court ordered the department to supervise a probationer that pursuant to such court order would have terminated during the reporting period.]
Probationer. The term “probationer” means a person the department has been ordered to supervise.
b. [No later than 90 days from January 1 of each year, beginning in 2017] By January 30, 2026, and no later than June 30 and January 30 thereafter, the department shall provide to the council and publish on its website [an annual] a report regarding recidivism and probation violations. Such report shall include the information required by paragraphs 2 through 6 of this subdivision for every [eligible year] reporting period regarding probationers sentenced to probation during such [eligible year] reporting period. Such report shall include the following information for probationers who were under the supervision of the department during the previous [calendar year] six months:
1. The number of probationers, the average monthly number of probationers, and the number of probationers whose period of supervision began during the reporting period;
2. The number and percentage of probationers who were: (a) arrested for a non-criminal offense; (b) arrested for any crime; (c) arrested for a misdemeanor; (d) arrested for a felony; disaggregated by whether such felony is a violent felony offense as such term is defined by section 70.02 of the penal law or any successor statute, or whether such probationers were felony  drug offenders or second felony drug offenders, as such terms are defined  by section 70.70 of the penal law or any successor statute; (e) convicted of a non-criminal offense, (f) convicted of a misdemeanor; or (g) convicted of a felony, disaggregated by whether such felony is a violent felony offense as such term is defined by section 70.02 of the penal law or any successor statute, or whether such probationers were felony drug offenders or second felony drug offenders, as such terms are defined by section 70.70 of the penal law or any successor statute;
3. With respect to the probationers who were arrested for any non-criminal offense, misdemeanor or felony during their probation, as reported in paragraph 2 of this subdivision, the number of arrests that resulted in sentences of incarceration other than time served, disaggregated by such category of arrest;
4. The number and percentage of probationers who were arrested within the following periods of time from the date of their sentence: (a) 1 month, (b) 3 months, (c) 6 months, (d) 1 year, (e) 2 years, and (f) 3 years;
5. The number and percentage of probationers who: (a) were in full compliance with the terms of their probation, (b) violated the terms of their probation, in total and disaggregated by whether such violation was based on an arrest or another ground, or (c) violated the terms of their probation, and there was filed a related declaration of delinquency, petition of violation, or similar court filing, in total and disaggregated by whether such declaration was based on an arrest, a violation of the technical terms of probation, or absconding; 
6. The number and percentage of probationers whose period of probation was successfully completed during the reporting period, and the mean and median length of their period of probation; and
7. The number of cases opened for adjustment during the reporting period that were monitored by the department, and the number and percentage of such cases in which those being monitored violated the terms of their monitoring.
c. The information required by subdivision b of this section shall be reported in total and disaggregated by the following criteria:
1. The age of the probationer, where applicable, in the following categories at a minimum: (a) up to age 15, (b) [16-24] 16-18, [and] (c) [25] 18-24, and (d) 25 and older. For the purposes of subdivision b of this section, such age shall be calculated by using the probationer’s age at the end of the reporting period, and for the purposes of subdivision c of this section such age shall be calculated by using the probationer’s age at the time at which their period of supervision began;
2. Whether the underlying case for which the probationer was ordered to be monitored by the department was classified by state law, or by equivalent laws of another state, as a: (a) juvenile delinquency, (b) juvenile offender, (c) youthful offender, or (d) adult criminal case;
3. For those probationers for whom the underlying case for which the probationer was ordered to be monitored was an adult criminal case, or the equivalent in another state, whether such case was a misdemeanor or felony; [and]

For probationers who committed a technical violation of their probation resulting in a related declaration of delinquency, petition of violation, or similar court filing, the specific probation conditions violated, disaggregated by the age ranges specified in paragraph 1 of this subdivision; and 
 [4.]5. The risk level of the probationer, as described in section 351.6 of title 9 of the compilation of codes, rules and regulations of the state of New York, or any successor regulation.
d. The information required by subdivisions b and c of this section shall be compared to previous reporting periods, and shall be stored permanently and shall be accessible from the department’s website.
§ 2. Section 9-204 of the administrative code of the city of New York, as added by local law number 89 for the year 2016, is amended to read as follows:   
§ 9-204 Probation programming report. The department of probation shall evaluate the effectiveness of each program [through which the department provides any structured service directly to probation clients] operated by the department. [No later than 90 days from January 1 of each year, beginning in 2017] By January 30, 2026, and no later than June 30 and January 30 thereafter, the department shall submit a summary of each evaluation to the mayor and the council, and post such summary to the department’s website. This summary shall include criteria determined by the department, which shall include, but not be limited to, information related to the following for each such program: (i) the amount of funding received; (ii) the number of individuals served; (iii) a brief description of the services provided, including a program’s length, requirements, and target populations, where applicable; and (iv) recidivism and compliance rates, if applicable, provided that such summary may calculate recidivism without using data for participants who only participated in such programming for a minimal period of time, where such period of time is identified in such summary.

The department, in consultation with the department of information technology and telecommunications, shall establish and operate an online system for scheduling in person visits and tele-visits with incarcerated persons in the custody of the department, provided the department shall not require the use of such system to visit an incarcerated person in person at a facility of the department. Such online system shall be accessible using computers and mobile devices and shall include, but need not be limited to:
1. The ability for a person to request a date and time to visit an incarcerated person and, following approval by the department of a date and time, to reserve such date and time; 
2. The ability for a person who has used such system to schedule a visit with an incarcerated person to cancel such visit; and
3. The ability for the department to notify a person who has used such system to schedule a visit with an incarcerated person that such visit must be canceled, provided that any such notification shall be made as soon as practicable after the department becomes aware of the circumstances requiring such cancellation.
b. A person who has used the online system to reserve a date and time for a visit with an incarcerated person and who arrives at a facility after such time may visit such incarcerated person at a later time on such date where practicable considering factors including, but not limited to, the presence of other visitors, staff availability and compliance with applicable minimum standards of the board of correction set forth in chapter 1 of title 40 of the rules of the city of New York.  
c. The department shall limit access to information collected through the online system required by this section, in accordance with section 23-1202. 
d. A person who has used the online system to request a date and time for a visit with an incarcerated person and is not approved by the department to reserve such date and time shall receive the reason for which the department did not approve the request. 
e. By January 30, 2028, and annually thereafter, the department shall provide to the council and publish on its website a report regarding participation in the online scheduling system for visits for the previous calendar year. Such report shall include the following information:
1. The number of people who used the online scheduling system to reserve a date and time to visit an incarcerated individual and were approved by the department for such visit;
2. The number of people who visited an incarcerated individual and did not use the online scheduling system; 
3. The number of complaints the department received regarding the online scheduling system for visits; and
4. The number of individuals who used the online system to request a date and time for a visit with an incarcerated person and were not approved by the department for such visit, disaggregated by the reason the request was not approved.

Visitor. The term “visitor” means any person who enters a city jail with the stated intention of visiting an incarcerated individual at any city jail, or any person who is screened by the department for visitation purposes, including but not limited to [professionals and] any person who registers to visit an incarcerated individual in the department’s visitor tracking system.
§ 2. Subdivision b of section 9-140 of the administrative code of the city of New York, as amended by chapter 322 of the laws of 2021, is amended to read as follows:
b. The commissioner shall post on the department website on a quarterly basis, within 30 days of the beginning of each quarter, a report containing information pertaining to the visitation of the incarcerated individual population in city jails for the prior quarter. The information required by this subdivision shall be reported in a format capable of automatic processing. Such quarterly report shall include the following information [in total and disaggregated by whether the visitor is a professional, and also disaggregated by the type of services the professional provides]:
1. The total number of visitors to city jails[, the total number of visitors to borough jail facilities, and the total number of visitors to city jails on Rikers Island], disaggregated by whether such visitor participated in an in-person visit or a tele-visit.
2. [The total number of visitors that visited an inmate at city jails, the total number of visitors that visited an inmate at borough jail facilities, and the total number of visitors that visited an inmate at city jails on Rikers Island.
3.] The number of visitors unable to visit or to complete a visit with an incarcerated individual at any city jail, in total, and disaggregated by the reason such visit did not take place or was not completed, including, but not limited to:
a. Visitor or incarcerated individual possessed contraband;
b. Visitor failed an ion scan;
c. Visitor was wearing inappropriate attire;
d. Visitor did not possess a valid form of identification; 
e. Visitor declined to wait for the incarcerated individual to arrive for the visit;
f. Visitor did not appear for the visit;
g. Incarcerated individual refused an escort to the location of the visit;
h. Incarcerated individual was not in the facility at the time of the visit due to transfer to a different facility or discharge by the department;
i. Incarcerated individual was located in a housing unit where movement was restricted due to an emergency lockdown, search, or alarm at the time of the visit;
j. Incarcerated individual had a medical appointment at the time of the visit;
k. Incarcerated individual had a court appearance at the time of the visit;
l. Incarcerated individual was the subject of a pending investigation at the time of the visit that prohibited such individual from attending the visit;
m. Staff were unavailable to escort the incarcerated individual to the location of the visit; 
n. Incarcerated individual failed to comply with rules and regulations, disaggregated by the specific rule or regulation;
o. Visitor failed to comply with rules and regulations;  
p. Visitor acted in a disrespectful manner towards staff; and
q. Tele-visit cancelled due to technical problems.
3. The average length of time between the time a visitor arrives at a facility and the time such visitor commences a visit with an incarcerated individual, disaggregated by facility.
4. The incarcerated individual visitation rate, which shall be calculated by dividing the average daily number of visitors who visited incarcerated individuals at city jails during the reporting period by the average daily incarcerated individual population of city jails during the reporting period.
[5. The borough jail facility visitation rate, which shall be calculated by dividing the average daily number of visitors who visited inmates at borough jail facilities during the reporting period by the average daily inmate population of borough jail facilities during the reporting period.
6. The Rikers Island visitation rate, which shall be calculated by dividing the average daily number of visitors who visited inmates at city jails on Rikers Island during the reporting period by the average daily inmate population of city jails on Rikers Island during the reporting period.]
§ 3. Section 9-140 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding a new subdivision i to read as follows:	
i. The department shall record, by audio and video, any instance of department staff notifying an incarcerated individual about a request for an in-person visit or tele-visit with such individual, and any response by such individual to such notification. The department shall maintain a database of any recording required pursuant to this subdivision. Any such video recording shall include the department informing an incarcerated individual that they have a visitor and whether the visit is in-person or a tele-visit, and the entirety of any response by the incarcerated individual.
§ 4. This local law takes effect 270 days after it becomes law.

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring correctional health services to provide reports regarding people in custody who have been ordered to undergo a court-ordered forensic psychiatric examination
..Body

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:
[bookmark: _Hlk190772560]Section 1. Chapter 1 of title 9 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding a new section 9-169 to read as follows:   
§ 9-169 Reporting on court-ordered forensic psychiatric examinations. a. Definitions. For the purposes of this section, the following terms have the following meanings:
Appropriate institution. The term “appropriate institution” has the same meaning as set forth in section 730 of the criminal procedure law.
Forensic psychiatric examination. The term “forensic psychiatric examination” means an examination performed by a psychiatric examiner pursuant to section 730 of the criminal procedure law.
Incapacitated person. The term “incapacitated person” has the same meaning as set forth in section 730 of the criminal procedure law.
Order of examination. The term “order of examination” has the same meaning as set forth in section 730 of the criminal procedure law.
b. Beginning no later than September 30, 2025 and within 30 days of the end of each quarter year thereafter, correctional health services, in consultation with the department of correction, the office of criminal justice, and other relevant agencies, shall send a report regarding people in custody who have been ordered to undergo a forensic psychiatric examination during the previous quarter year to the mayor and the speaker of the council and post such report on correctional health services’ website. The information required by this section shall be reported in a format capable of automatic processing. Such report shall include the following information in total and disaggregated by the county in which each covered individual’s current top charge originated:
1. The number of people in custody with a pending forensic psychiatric examination at any point during the reporting period, further disaggregated by whether the person had a top charge of a felony or misdemeanor offense, and the type of housing area where such persons were detained on the date correctional health services received an order of examination;
2.  The number of people admitted to the department’s custody during the reporting period with a pending forensic psychiatric examination, further disaggregated by whether the person in custody had a top charge of a felony or misdemeanor offense, and the housing area type where such persons were detained on the date correctional health services received an order of examination;
3. The number of people in custody deemed unfit to stand trial by correctional health services following a forensic psychiatric examination during the reporting period, further disaggregated by whether the person had a top charge of a felony or misdemeanor offense, and the type of housing area where such persons were detained on the date correctional health services received an order of examination;
4. The number of people admitted to the department’s custody during the reporting period who were deemed unfit by correctional health services following a forensic psychiatric examination during the reporting period, further disaggregated by whether the person had a top charge of a felony or misdemeanor offense, and the type of housing area where such persons were detained on the date correctional health services received an order of examination;
5. The number and percentage of forensic psychiatric examinations conducted for people in custody virtually as opposed to in person;
6. The average length of time between when correctional health services receives an order of examination and the date the first forensic psychiatric examination is scheduled for orders received during the reporting period;
7. The average length of time between the date correctional health services schedules a forensic psychiatric examination and the date the first forensic psychiatric examination is completed for first examinations completed during the reporting period; 
8. The number and percentage of forensic psychiatric examinations not successfully completed on the first scheduled date during the reporting period, further disaggregated by the reason(s) the forensic psychiatric examination was not completed, including but not limited to the department not escorting the person in custody to their forensic psychiatric examination for any reason, which may include the refusal of the person in custody to attend, the restriction of the movement of the person in custody due to a lockdown, search, or alarm in their housing facility; the lack of an available psychiatric examiner; the cancellation of a virtual forensic psychiatric examination due to technical problems; or the absence of the defense counsel;
9. For forensic psychiatric examinations not completed on the first scheduled date during the reporting period, the average length of time between the first scheduled forensic psychiatric examination date and the rescheduled forensic psychiatric examination date;
10. The number and percentage of people in custody with a pending forensic psychiatric examination, who have had more than one rescheduled appointment without completing that forensic psychiatric examination;
11. The average length of time between when correctional health services receives an order of examination and completion of the first forensic psychiatric examination;
12. The percentage of people in custody who completed a forensic psychiatric examination during the current reporting period who were deemed unfit to stand trial by correctional health services; 
13. The average length of time between when the department receives notice that a person is to be discharged to an appropriate institution for competency restoration and such person’s discharge from the department’s custody to the appropriate institution; and
14. The average length of time between when a person is admitted to the custody of the department and when they are discharged to an appropriate institution for competency restoration.
