	Summary of Legislation  The Local Law prohibits providers of immigration assistance services from making statements guaranteeing any particular government actions, especially with respect to obtaining residency or citizenship status.  The Law protects against charging immigrants fraudulently, misrepresenting the services that can be provided, or holding onto clients’ documents.  There are additional regulations regarding written agreements and posting of signs  and advertising.
