SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Intro. 1217 would require the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DOHMH) to perform a building inspection in response to any 311 complaints relating to rats, mice, pests, or conditions which might attract them within 10 days of such complaint being made. The bill would also require that a record of such inspections include a description of the building’s state and a listing of the inspector’s observations, and that DOHMH make such records publicly available online.

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: It is estimated that DOHMH would likely require additional Personal Service (PS) resources to expand its current program to include all interior pests as the current program only covers rats, however, the actual cost is undeterminable at this time as it would depend upon the eventual number of related 311 complaints received. OMB’s estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s expenditures is consistent with the Council’s estimate.
