          3  I'm Helen Foster, Chair of the Committee on Parks

          4  And Recreation. We are going to be voting on Intro.

          5  462-A, a bill that requires certain information

          6  about the condition of the City's beaches more

          7  readily available to the public.

          8                 Proposed Intro. 462-A requires the

          9  Department of Parks and Recreation to post signs at

         10  all comfort stations at each Department of Parks and

         11  Recreation's beach, on its official website, at

         12  other locations the Commissioner or the Commissioner

         13  of Health and Mental Health deems appropriate, or is

         14  otherwise required, the dates and results of the

         15  most recently completed inspection of the beaches,

         16  whether a beach is under advisory or is closed and

         17  the reason and how to file a beach-related

         18  complaint.

         19                 The Commissioner of Health and Mental

         20  Hygiene would be required to post on the

         21  Department's website, and with the 3-1-1 system such

         22  information as specific inspection results and

         23  whether other conditions that result in an advisory

         24  or closure.

         25                 Inspection information would have to

          2  be kept on Department of Health and Mental Health

          3  website for at least a year.

          4                 I believe that the bill will make

          5  easier for the millions who use the City's beaches

          6  each summer to make a decision that could impact on

          7  their health, and I urge my colleagues to vote for

          8  this bill.

          9                 Do we have any discussion about this

         10  bill?

         11                 Good. We can start the vote.
