Title: A local law to amend the New York City Charter in relation to requiring the posting or dissemination in homeless shelters of signage and other materials relating to the reporting of child abuse and neglect and to proper infant sleeping position and arrangement.

Summary of Legislation:  The proposed legislation would amend Chapter 3 of Title 21 of the Administrative Code of the City of New York to ad a section pertaining to signage in homeless shelters.  Tier II shelters and other facilities that shelter homeless families would have to post signs and maintain other materials on reporting child abuse and maltreatment.  Information would also be communicated regarding proper infant sleeping position and arrangement.
Effective Date: This local law would take effect ninety days upon its enactment into law.
