TITLE:
AN ACT to amend chapter 609 of the laws of 1996, allowing correction members of the New York city employees' retirement system to elect the benefits provided by chapter 936 of the laws of 1990, or chapter 631 of the laws of 1993, in relation to extending the time for such elections.
BACKGROUND:
This legislation would allow New York City correction employees who failed to elect participation in the twenty year retirement benefit program during the original “window period” to enroll in the program if such employees file with the New York City Employees’ Retirement System, a written request before December 31, 2000.  The legislation would require those correction employees who opt into the program to pay additional contributions retroactive to December 19, 1990 for those correction officers below the rank of captain, and August 4, 1993 for those correction officers of the rank of captain and above.  The rights of eligible members to opt for coverage by the provisions of Sections 445-a, 445-c, 504-a or 504-b of the New York State Retirement and Social Security Law ended with the close of the previous election period.  This legislation would create a new election period ending on December 31, 2000.

According to Senator Maltese’s Memorandum in Support, sound public policy entails maintaining a young and vigorous membership in the Uniformed Correction Services.  According to the Memorandum, the enactment of this legislation would be consistent with this goal.

EFFECTIVE DATE:

This legislation shall take effect immediately and shall be deemed to have been in effect on and after December 31, 1996.
