This bill would amend a requirement in the administrative code regarding reporting on data regarding workers’ compensation. Under the proposed bill, the report would be issued by the City Law Department (instead of the Mayor) and include additional detailed information regarding workplace injuries and occupational diseases. The report, which is currently required to be sent to the Comptroller, Public Advocate and Speaker of the Council, would also be distributed to every Council Member.
