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TITLE:  A LOCAL LAW to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to authorizing a change in the name of the Flatbush Avenue business improvement district, an increase in the amount to be expended annually in such district, an extension of the boundaries of such district, a change in the method of assessment upon which the district charge in such district is based, and an increase in the maximum total amount to be expended for improvements in such district, and providing for the dissolution of the Church Avenue business improvement district

SUMMARY OF PROVISIONS:
This bill would extend the boundaries of the Flatbush Avenue business improvement district to include the area currently within the Church Avenue business improvement district, rename such extended district to be the “Church Avenue/Flatbush Avenue business improvement district” (the “District”), dissolve the Church Avenue business improvement district and make additional changes relating to the District. Specifically, section one of this bill would amend section 25-435 of the Administrative Code of the City of New York (the “Administrative Code”) to authorize an increase to $589,000 in the amount to be expended annually in such district. Section two of the bill would amend section 25-435.1 of the Administrative Code to reflect the revised name of the extended District. Section three of the bill would add a new section 25-435.2 to the Administrative Code to extend the boundaries of the District in accordance with the amended district plan filed with the City Clerk. Section four of the bill would add a new section 25-435.3 to the Administrative Code to authorize a change in the method of assessment upon which the district charge is based and an increase in the maximum total amount to be expended for improvements in the District. Section five of the bill would add a new section 25-451.2 to the Administrative Code to provide for the dissolution of the Church Avenue business improvement district. Section six of the bill would provide the effective dates for each of the sections of the bill.

REASONS FOR SUPPORT:
The District wishes to extend the boundaries of the District to provide critical supplemental services, including sanitation, security, marketing, and economic development to an expanded area, which includes all properties currently within the Flatbush Avenue business improvement district or the Church Avenue business improvement district. The expanded District will include properties along Flatbush Avenue, from the north side of Cortelyou Road to the south side of Parkside Avenue, and properties along Church Avenue from the east side of Coney Island Avenue to the west side of Flatbush Avenue.  As a result of the expansion and a need to equitably assess a variety of property types and uses, the District wishes to change the method of assessment upon which the district charge is based and to increase the maximum total amount to be expended for improvements in the District. The District also wishes to change its name.

Additionally, the District wishes to authorize an increase in the amount to be expended annually in the District to $589,000 as a result of the extended district boundaries.

Accordingly, the Mayor urges the earliest possible favorable consideration of this legislation.
