TITLE:
AN ACT to make certain widows and children of certain former uniformed employees of New York city police departments eligible for special accidental death benefits pursuant to section 208-f of the general municipal law.

BACKGROUND:


According to the Sponsor’s Memorandum in Support (MOU), certain named persons were former uniformed employees of the police department of the city of New York or the New York city transit police who were killed while retired from such employment and while acting as police officers on September 11, 2001.  This bill would reinstate these members to full active status as of September 11, 2001, at their highest achieved work and status, and make the widows and children of the named individuals eligible for special accident death benefits under section 208-f of the general municipal law.

PROPOSED LEGISLATION:

Section 1 of the bill would find that Richard N. Poulous, Howard B. Kirschbaum, Philip V. Calcagno and Salvatore Lopes were formerly uniformed employees of the police department of the city of New York and that Charles Mills was formerly a uniformed employee of the New York city transit police department.   The bill would also find that all the above were killed while retired from employment and acting as police officers during the events of September 11, 2001.  The bill would then reinstate these members to full active status as of September 11, 2001, at their highest achieved work and status without any disruption or return of their previously received retirement benefits, and make the widows and children of the named individuals eligible special accident death benefits under section 208-f of the general municipal law.

EFFECTIVE DATE:

This legislation shall take effect immediately, and shall be deemed to have been in full force and effect on and after September 10, 2001.
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
