SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Proposed Int. No. 564-A would require the New York City Department of Records and Information Services (DORIS) to create a publicly available and searchable online database of every post to a social media platform by any official New York City government account. In addition, all New York City agencies and offices of elected officials would be required to annually provide DORIS with information about official social media accounts associated with the agency or elected official. That information would be provided to DORIS in a form designated by DORIS by January 31 of each year.

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: It is anticipated that the enactment of this legislation would result in additional annual expenditures of $55,000 for costs related to software subscriptions needed to implement the requirements of this legislation. The prorated costs in the first year of the program are projected to be $25,000. OMB’s estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s expenditure is consistent with the Council’s estimate.
