TITLE:
AN ACT to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to providing retroactive credit for investigators and detectives who transferred into the police department of the city of New York from the transit authority and housing authority police departments

BACKGROUND:

The Administrative Code of New York requires that police officers who are temporarily assigned to perform the duties of detective for any period exceeding eighteen months, shall permanently be appointed to that position.  This legislation would provide that police officers who transferred into the Police Department from the Housing Authority and the Transit Authority, as a result of the merger of these authorities with the Police Department, to receive credit for time served as a detective with either Authority for the purposes of attaining permanent detective status. 


According to Assemblyman Vitaliano’s Memorandum in Support, former Housing Authority and Transit Authority police officers who performed detective work and were then transferred to the Police Department were not given credit for time served as a detective.  This legislation seeks to eliminate that inequality.

EFFECTIVE DATE:
This legislation shall take effect immediately and shall be deemed to have been in effect on and after January 18, 1991.
