Justification:
Many building owners and property managers struggle to navigate the complex facade inspection requirements that are critical for ensuring the structural safety of New York City’s aging building stock. Without clear guidance and accessible support, owners may miss deadlines, misunderstand compliance steps, or incur unnecessary costs and penalties, which can lead to unsafe conditions for pedestrians, tenants, and neighboring property users. Those without in‑house technical expertise are particularly impacted, often lacking the resources to secure qualified inspectors or secure financial assistance. This bill would require the Department of Buildings to create and maintain an assistance and outreach program that provides compliance guidance, technical support, and resource information to building owners, helping to improve safety outcomes, increase compliance rates, and reduce avoidable enforcement actions across the city.
