A local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to prohibiting a nonwoven disposable product from being advertised, packaged or labeled as flushable or sewer or septic safe unless it passes a third party test that is approved by the commissioner of environmental protection.

This bill would require that a nonwoven disposable product for sale in New York city be tested for flushability by the department. The bill would also prohibit a manufacturer from labelling or advertising a nonwoven disposable product for sale in New York city as flushable without prior approval by the commissioner of environmental protection.
