[bookmark: _GoBack]SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Proposed Intro. No. 977-A would permit the Department of Buildings (DOB) to sanction registered design professionals who submit two professionally certified applications for construction document approval within any 12-month period that contain errors and result in a stop work order. It would also require that DOB to maintain a database of registered design professionals who have been excluded, suspended or otherwise sanctioned by DOB. 

EFFECTIVE DATE: This legislation would take effect 120 days after it becomes law, except that the Commissioner of the Department of Buildings may take such measures as are necessary for its implementation, including the promulgation of rules, prior to such effective date.
